Brother Firemen; The Thirty-third Annual Convention of
the Nebraska State Volunteer Firemen's Association will be
held in the City of Nebraska City, January 19, 20, and 21, 1915.
The first session will be held at 7:30 p. m. on January 19th.

All duly eleeted delegates of previous conventions remain
members of the Association, and are entitled to all the privil-
eges of the meeting upon the payment of the annual dues of
$1.00 in advanee, which must be paid to the Seeretary hefore
January 15, or a penalty of $1.00 will be added. This is the
Law and therefore will be strietly enforced. All such mem-
hers need no eredentials.

! Each department that is a member of this association is

entitled to be represented hy the Chief on the payment of the
| annual ducs of $2.00. l
| Each Company that is a member is entitled to a new dele- |

gate, and you should see to it that your eompany eleets a dele- |
gate and that his eredentials and the annual dues of #2.00 are
sent to the Seeretary before January 15th, or the Penalty of
$1.00 will be added.

Chiefs often hold their office for several years, but remem-

ber that your department pays annual dues of $2.00 and the
chief is the representative just as long as he holds the office.
When he retires as chief he can retain his membership by pay-
ing the annual dues of $1.00.
{ In sending in the dues always give the name of the Chief
and the name of the delegate-elect, and the name of the Com-
pany the delegate is to represent, so that I can get their names
on the list of members.

In case that you do not intend to send a delegate hut want
to pay the dues so as to keep your Company in good standing,
just say when you remit that there will be no delegate, then |
can give your company proper eredit and make the note that
there will be no delegate.

I would appeal to all the old members to pay vour dues
and keep in good standing whether you attend the eonvention
or not. Next year you may want to attend and it is better to
keep in good standing than to have te reinstate,

And to the Departments and Companies, pay your dues
whether you send a delegate or not, but | would urge you to
at least send the Chief or one delegate, for there are many
things to be learned for the benefit of the Firemen that are not
always found in the printed proeeedings of the convention,

I would urge that the Chief, or some member of the de-
partment colleet the dues and send all at one time, giving a
typewritten list of the names and what Company they belong
to, as 1 like to have every person’s name eorreet. | hope that
all will ecomply with this request so far as possible, for it will
be a great help in having the report ready at the Convention.
