Kansas Forest Reserve to be Opened
by Government to Homestead
Eutry on November 1,

Washington, D. C., October 21 —
The President, upon recommendation
| of secretary of the Interior Lane and
Secretary of Agriculture Houston,
has signed @ proclamution abolishing
the Kansas National Forest, to take
!effect on December 1, 1916,

This nutional forest is located (n
Finuey, Kearny, Grant, Haumilton and
Haskeill counties, comprising the
sund-hill reglon of western Kansas,
and the public lands therein aggre-
gute 158,729 acres of the total of
262,787 acres within lts exterior lim-
its, Of these 138,72 acres, 3,022
ure withdrawn pending proposed leg-
fglation Lo  reserve the same 48 o
gnme  refure, there being a small
herd of antelope in that region be-
lleved to be the last of thelr kind in
western Kansas,

These lands will be enterable un-
der the 320-acre homestead act. Ajp-

lcations to enter, however, may be

ed either by mail or In person on
and after November 1, 1815, with
the register and receiver of the Unit-
ed States land office at Dodge City.
Kapsus, and those received by the
regigter and receiver from November
1 to November 26, If In proper form
and secompanied by the required
payment, will be allowed on Decem-
ber 1, 18156 In case of conflicting
applications and only one of the ap-
plicants aleges settlement initinted
prior to the reservation and since
maintained, bis application shall be
allowed and the others rejected. If
two or more conflieting applications
| are received, each containing allega-
'tlons of such prior settlement, w
hearing shall be ordered to determs.
{ ine the priority of right, and it shall
be restricted Lo those alleging such
'right. Where there are applications
| or statements conflicting in whole or
| in part in which no one of the sever-
{al applicants eluims such a prior set-
tlement, the righte of the respective
| applicants will be determined by a
| public drawing to be conducted by
| the register and receiver at the
Dodge City land office, beginning at
10 o'clock n. m, December 1
