is indifferent to your call,

which to answer, but sometimes he’s too far
away from the bell to hear it, or too busy to
answer it.

In some instances, telephone bells are put out
of order temporarily by a storm or other cause,
We have special appliances for detecting this
kind of ‘‘trouble,’’ but the operator may give
the ‘‘don’t answer'' report on such calls until
she learns of the difficulty. Then she announces
that ‘“the line is out of order,’’ until the trou-
ble has heen remedied.

It's a pretty good rule always to answer your
telephone promptly - the call may be an urgent
one, or one vou can ill afford to miss.
