VISITS POTASH PLANT

Colorndo Geologist Gives Extensive
Write-up to Works of Potash
Products Company

The Omaha World-Herald of Jas~
uary 26 contained the following refs
erence to the plant of the Po'ash
Products Company, which s seves-
teen miles east of Alliance, at Hofle
land:

Nebraska's latest mineral find, stil
developing, that of potash, is (llus
trated and degeribed in the Colorade
School of Mines quarterly headed
“The Polash Deposits of Northwest-
ern Nebraska.,” Victor Ziegler, as~
sistant professor of geology, has vie-
ited the Potash Products Co, of Omas
ha plant near Alllance.

It is spoken of by Prof. Ziegler as
the first producing commrecial pot=
ash snlts in North America and there-
fore of national importance. Forty
years ago he says the existence of
Jesse lake and other lakes with alk
kalli  erusts  weore known., Sixteen
years ago Mr. McCarthy shipped &
earload of the crusts to Omaha, bud
failed to Interest any one and sold
them for washing powders.
