It has ocme to
the knowledge of members of our ex-
ecutive committee that former mem-
bers have falled to continue under
the Impression that their brands are
being protected and in the event that
we recover an estray it is perfectly
agreeable to them that we deduct
their dues and assessments from the
proceeds of the animal but if we do
not secure an estray they have had
the protection without any cost. The
principde is entirely wrong although
in the early years of the organization
it worked satigfactorily. Some plan
must be devigsed whereby we will on-
ly tally cattle for paid up members.

Many stockmen fall to appreciate
the organization until they lose stock
then they hasten to become members
and immediately demand assistance
in the recovery of stolen stock or in
the prosecution of some alleged rus-
tler. We had one request for finan-
cla]l asslatance last fall in a prosecu-
tion in which the injured stockman
had not been a member for five
YOUIrs.

The work of the inspectors for
1915 shows that their servicesa are
just as necessary now as at any time
in the past:
