Box Butte county went over the
top In good shape the marker shows=
ing the wars savings stamps sub-
scriptinon to be $40,000 over the
quota when the campnign was closed
by Chairman Brittan late Friday
afternoon,

The success generally was due to
the organization of the working for-
ces, to the publiclty given war stamp
men, and to the
spirit of '76 In the people subscrib=
ing. There lgn't a man, woman, or
child in the entire country that does
not know what the War Stamp means.
The eampaign just elosed does not
stop the purchase of thrift stamps as
these can be bought for the remainder
of the yeur, However it takes the
worry off the county by having the
entire quota subseribed,

The people of Alliance are credit-
ed with $32,000 in pledges, exclu-
sive of the rallrond men who sub-
seribed $10,320. The town of Hem-
ingford subscribed $8,660. Altogether
f total of 18,677 stamps were sold
making a grand total for the county
of $93,385. In the country every man
in the school districts responded to
the call, the country territory show-
Ing a total of $42,415. Those who did
not subseribe came forth with excel-
lent reasons for not doing so.
