Ehorthorn grade and the Ayrshire,
1080; Hereford, 91.0; Shorthorn, 88.0,

When the records of yleld of butter |

from milk by welght were secured they
showed that the Aberdeen-Angus also
stood first with 8.72 per cent, followed
by the Hereford grades, 2.54 per cent;
Bhorthorn gruden. 2.41 per cent, and
Herefords, 201 per cent.

were B8 of these farms where less
than 10 per cent of the ration was
cqmposed of grain and where the cows
recelved an average of 2 bushels of
ecorn and 15 pounds of eottonseed
meal per hend during the winter, AS
42 per cent of this winter ration con-
slsted of cheap rounghage and as the
cmount of feed nsed was not excessive,
the cows were currled through the
winter at an avernge cost of
£14.60, or ® cents n dav., In the herds
where graln constituted more than
10 per cent of the ration, the cows re-
tetved an average of from 6 to 18
lushels of corn, much of which was
vunccessiry., The average cost of feed
for wintering these cows ratged from
£17.50 to more than $£20 a head.
Probably one of the largest wastes
of corn occurs In the feeflng of un-
busked corn fodder, which Is exten
sively fed In sections where corn 18 the
leading crop and where hay I8 scarce
