PANIC IN A PLAY HOUSE

TEN PERSONS TRAMPLEDITO DEATH
IN AN [ENGLISH THEATRE.

A Wing of the Eastern Michigan Intane
Asylum Burns — A Eanta Fe Train
Wrecked at Newcomb, Mo., and Thir-
teen Persons Injured.

Loxpox, Dec. 28.—A frightful panic
occured Saturday night in the Royal
theatre, Gales Head, resulting in the loss
of & number of lives. Gales Head isa
considerabla city in Durham. Owing te
the Christmas season the Roysl} theatre
was thronged with working people. The
audience. wiitlé not unruly, indulged in
more license than is allowed in most
London theatres. Boys smoked in the
balcony without any apparent objection
on the part of the attendants. One of
the boys smoking got so interested in
the play that ne acvidentally dropped a
burning match on the people below him.
The match set fire to some of the theat-
trical furniture. The slight blaze com-
municated to a partition. A woman
shrieked that the theatre was burning.
Atonce the audience made a sudden
rush to escape; every aisle and ave-
nte became packed and the audience be-

came one panting, ling mass of
cursing men, and cry;% suffocated
women and children. strong hearty
men from the iron works and mills
showed no sympathy for the weaker sex.
If a woman or child fell bLeneath the
strain, she or it was at once

Crushed Under Iron Shod Heels
utl climbed on eachiother’s heads and
sought to tread over the squirming mass
of humanity to safety. omen pleaded
for their little ones, holding them above
thejr heads as far as arms could reach,
and the babes with the breath bei
squeezed out of them were saved in sev-
eral instances being grasped in the
bands of men able to hold them with
one arm above the crowd. Down the
main staircase the multitude s led
and panted. The janitor had rushed to
the door at the foot of the stairs.
solid crowd fell on him like an im-
mense hammer, ing the life out of
his body, which- was ttened to the
door. wn with him went the eight
or ten at the head of the mass and they,
too, had the lives stamped out of them.
Behind, the shrieks and loud oaths, with
for mercy and execrations
t the Creator, made a hell; in the
front, at the foot of the stairs, was the
rampart of dying and dead, over which
the escaping mnultitnde had to climb.
Meantime those on the stage had not
been idle. Ome actor, in the attire of a
ian, climbed into the balcony from
the stage and implored the audience to
be calm. *‘Return to yourseats,” he
cried, ‘“there is no fire; the only danger
is in your .”  Some of those in the
rear at his words and stopped
their share in the mad stimggle to get
otgz , but.the majority hgreded not
warning pressed on. Two men,
thinking they had no other way of escape,
Leaped from the Windows

into the street and were severely in-
jured. Many slid down into the pit by

The fire itself
which had given occasion to the horror,
was but a slight affair, having only

burned h a thin partition, and
was ensil;:xtl%ﬁuished with two buck-
ots of water. e city of Gales Head
has been thrown into mourning
by the calamity and day the theatre
was ed by police from the multi-
tude of curious. Many pathetic in-

cidents occurred in the terrible crush
for the doors, but it is also stated that
the display of brutal selfishness overcame
every other feature of the awful occur-
rence.

FIRE IN AN ASYLUM.

Five Hundred Panie Stricken Female
Lunatics Turned Loose.

PoxTiac, Mich., Dee. 28.—Fire die-
covered in the north wing of the eastern
Michigan insane asylam spread with
fearful rapidity. Tifteen minutas after
the first alarm was sounded, the occn-
pants of the wing, 590 women, wers
turned loese. Screaming frantically
with terror the maniacs surged throngh
the corridors, where the air was already
filled with smoke. Tongues of flame
were visible through it all, and the sight
filled the demented creatures with
terror. Some ran like wild animals,
trampling their companions in their mad
effort to escape. Others were paralyzed
with fright and stood rooted to the spot
with eyes staring horridly onto the roar-
ing fire. The attendants performed
deeds of heroisin in the endeavor to res-
cue the helpless. Rushing hither and
thither, dragging the hesitating ones
from their rooms, they drove the insane
women into the open air.  When some
were once safe on the ontside thev
would break away and rush for the
building again.

Superintendent Burr, and his assist-
ants in the medical staff, gave direc-
tions for the removal of the inmates,
and by their excellent labors all, it is
believed, were rescued alive.
