The Irrigation Convention,

the first state irrigation convention
of Nebraska, which convened in this city
yesterday morning and is still in sessioh
at the hour of going to press, amply
demonpstrate the fact that the people
west of the ninety-seventh meridian are
at last aroused to the absolute need of a
comprehensive system of irrigation 1
order to be sure of a profitable living even
to those engaged in agricultural pur-
sufte. And if the territory a question
was ever intended by nature for one
thing more profitable than abother it
certainly ie farming. The addresses and
experiences given by menwho have been
experimenting for several years of their
own volition, with the crude means at
present used by irrigators, certainly
should convince the “doubting Thom-
asas” of the utility, yea and sad experi-
ence has demonstrated to thousands of
honest and bard working farmers, the
actual pecessity of athorough system,
for thws whole trans-Missouri country,
of irrigation.

Even the most enthibiastic of those
in the subject did not expect either the
number or the exceptionally high class
of intelligence exhibited by the delegates
presen( at this the initial meeting. From
the governor of our state, who dignified
the meeting with his presence, down to
the humblest delegate, the meeting was
typical of the class of American citizens,
who by their energy and ekill, surpass
well nigh insurmountsble obstacles.
From Nebraska, Kansas, Colorado, Illin-
oia and other points came people who
by their presence exhibited their inter-
est and faith in the permanert future
prosperity of this semi-arid region when
properly waterad by the cuanning and/
ingenuity of man, with the providential
dispensations in this direction looked
upon as a eort of good mensure thrown
as a s'ight testimonial of his pleasure at

tion.

Had our people generally believed
there would have been as extensive a
pilgrimage to our city on account of this
subject more elaborate preparations
would have been made to entertain the
strangers within our gates However,
all were accommodated, and appeare
well pleased with the treatment accorded
them, a8 shown by the resolutions
adopted, thus proving North Platte's
capability for entertaining a state nssem-
blage. So thoroughly w=as this latter
shown that a prominent Douglas eounty
delegate insisted  that this city, sitn-
ated as it is 1n the center of the region
to be berefitted was the proper place to
bold future mastings. It was a peculiar
sourca of gratification to note the inter-
est which people of the whole state of
Nebraska, and particularly of Douglas
county are taking in the subject. This
should strip the matter of especial local
benefits when state aid is asked to ap-
propriate a reasonable amount of funds
to aseist in developing the work.

agriciiture. :

Now that the preliminaries for a por-
manent slate orgamization have been
settled it 15 only necessary for a cam-
paign of agitation and education to be
commenced by the press and our people
in order that fruitful results may be
accomplished. The subject is ope
broader than party or denowinational
line=. It touches every citizen of this
country in his effort toward bome-build-
ing.

The
subject is not a new one, and maeses of
testimony ehowing that the most pros-
perous nations of antiguity, those com-
prising the greatest centers of population
and the bighest advancement in art and
science wereo in the semi-arid regions of
the. old hemisphere. From sncient
Egypt do we find historical descriptions
of the art of raising and utilization of
water in the growing of crops. So it was
with other contemporaneous nations.
When couantries have reached their
highest state of development, it is not in
the humid, but the semi-arid regions
thereof do we find the greatest prosper-
ity, the highest order of intelligence and
civilization. So great a thinker as Her-
bert Spencer has asserted that in the
trans-Missouri country would come the
highest type of American intelligence
and manhood. The reason the subject
has been nerlected before is that with
the vast resources of the United States
she has been able to comfortably main-
tain her population within the humid
territory. To day with the liberal im-
migration laws the population has over-
ran this territory, and provision must be
made for the accommodation of the sur-
plus. It is this problem we must bend
our energies.
