The Chautauqua Move.
Tho move to establish n permanent

Chautauqua for North Piatto haB as-

sumed definite form and shares of stock
are now being sold. It is proposed to
havo a capital stock of $3,000, divided
Into 120 shares of $25 oach., Up to yes-

terday forenoon seventy-si- x shares had
been sold. This stock is not to bo paid up;
it is rather a guaranteo fund to meet
any deficit that may exist fter holding
a chautauqua. It is estimated that a
ten-da- y chautauqua will cost $3,000,
and if sufficient tickets aro not sold to
pay tho expenses, then tho stock will
be levied upon to meet the deficit that
may exist.

When the 120 shares are sold, a meet-
ing will bo held and an organization ef-

fected. When this organization is
completed, arrangements will be made
to secure grounds. There aro two sites
convenient to the city, tho Ottenstein
grovo and tho Dillon grovi. For tho
first year ono or tho other will b
leased, and a tent with a seating capa-
city of 3,000 rented in which to hold
the sessions; lumber for the platform
and seats also being rented. If it is
found that the success guarantees per-

manent investment and improvements,
such will later be made.

Tho promoters of tho entcrpriso are
sanguine that the Chautauqua will be a
hucccbs; it has been a success in smaller
townB than North Platte and it will
prove u great educational feature for
our city.

Four Men Receive Sentence.
Lincoln county's representation in the

state penitentiary will bo increased by
four as a result of sentences pronounced
by Judge Grimes Saturday afternoon.

Cyrus Clark, of Maxwell, who pleaded
guilty to cattle stealing, was given
three year.

Henry Gciso, also of Maxwell, who
pleaded guilty to burglary and tho theft
of cattle, waa sentenced to four years
on the first charge and threo years on
the latter, or seven years for the two
crimes.

John Hazclton, convicted of stealing
a horso from Harry Lamplugh, was
given a ono year sentence, from which
will be deducted the six months spent
in jail while awaiting trial.

H. C. Thomas, guilty of forging a
check, was given a sentence of one year.

Before pronouncing sentence, Judge
Grimes gavo each of tho men a heart to
heart talk, during which both Thomas
and Geiee copiously shed tears.

The News says tho portrait i a
fino piece of 'work, and in connection
pays a high tribute to Mr. Peale, who
represents the fifth generation of paint-
ers in the Peale family.
