Jensen Makes Confession,

Louis Jangen, who was nrrested at
Maxwell last Thursday as the suspected

- murdererof Stephen Frazer and brought
[ to jail in this city, made n full confessicn

to Sheriff Miltonberger Friday after-
noon. The story of the munder as told
by Jensen was the cold blooded act of &
degenerate, and that Jenson is such is
nttested by the fact that he has not as
yet shown any regret over the act—he
gleeps soundly and eats well.  Jensen
and Frazer had for some time boen
working in the Ben Laylon hay eamp,
which is loeated about four miles south-
enst of Maxwell, On Sunday of last
week the two men started to drive
twenty miles south to look at some
cattle which they talked of buying.
Their route lay through Box Elder can-
yon, and when they had gone some
fifteen miles they drove off the road
into & pocket, and getting out of the
buggy took a drink of the liguor they
had with them. In the buggy was s
shot gun, and Jensen says there flashed
through his mind the thought that it
would be easy for him to kill Frazer and
obtain possession of the team. He
instantly earried the thought into ex-
ecution, and stealthily picking up the
gun while Frazer's back was to him,
he fired and Frazer fell dead without
n struggle, the charge entering the rear
of the hend. Jensen then drove back
to the road and proceeded to the home
of a sister in law, the widow of his
brother who mysteriously disappeared
several years ago, and remained there
untal eight oclock when he drove buck
tothe scene of the murder and loading
the body of his vietim into the buggy
drove north to the North Platte river
bank. Seooping out a hole he deposited
the body therein, covering it with sand
and placing Russian thistles over the
grave, He then drove to.the hav camp
where he was employed, and when
guestioned ms to the whereabouts of
Frazer stated that he remained with a
man over south and would return later.
When Frazer failed to return the
following day, Jensen was more closely
questioned and his remarks became
contradietory, and - furthermore spots
of blood were found on the front part
of the buggy. Frazer failing to retuyn
by Thursday, themen at the hay camp
concluded it was time some investigation
was made and phoned Sheriff Milton-
berger. Deputy Knapp was sent down,
placed Jensen under arrest, brought him
to jail and confession followed. In the
confession Jensen indicated where the
body could be found,and Friday evening
Coroner Longley and the deputy sheriff
went down and securing the aid of others
were not long in finding the spot,
There was nothing on the surface to
indicate that body had been buried; Jen-
sen had in some way obliterated his
tracks, and those of the searching party
say the body could never have
found had Jensen not confessed. A
corner's inquest was held on the spot,
a verdict rendered finding that Frazer
had been murdered by Jensen. The
body was taken to Maxwell, prepared
for burial and shipped to this city,
Funeral services were held Sunday after-
noon, the I, 0. O. F, attending in u
body.

Frazier's family consisting of a wife
and one child had been making their
home in thia city for several months, and
they were expecting a visit from him
the day he was murdered. The mur-
dered man was about fifty-five years of
age and came to the county last Spring,
Jensen has the appearance of a degener
ate, an idiotic looking fellow of about
thirty years. He is suspected of Know-
ing something of his brother's sudden
disappearance several years ago, and
not long since was found guilty of
forging a check, but he made good the
money and progecution wus dropped.
He has lived in the Maxwell seetion for
geven or eight years,

Jenson was arraigned in the county
court yesterday and pleaded guilty in
accordance with his confesgion. He
was told that his pleading might result
in death or imprisonment for life. He
said he realized this, but had no desire
to change the pleading,
nccept the services of an attorney for
his defense,

The astrike is the result of a long
drawn controversy betwean the federn
tion of the above shop crafts and the
Hareiman system of railroads.  The
faderated employes asked the raflroad
company to recognizne them as u feds
ernted body, and not as individanl unions
as beretofore, This the ecompany re-
fused to do, saying that they were
willing to treat with the unions separ-
ately but positively refused torecognize
them ss a unit, The employes claim
that the unit system of federation of
wotking crafts is the highest attain-
mant of the labor world at the present
time, and that this strike promises to
be a fight for life or death of the work-
ing man and the labor union, If the
men win their point, then the company
will treat with the federated board in
matters pertaining to the above em-
ployes, and if the men lose the struggie
tha result and the foture is uncertain.
That the movement is one of utmost
importance in the Isbor world 8 ad-
mitted by prominent labor leaders all
over the country, Much depends on
the outcome, and both sides are evi-
dently preparing for a long battle,

Here in North Platte the members of
the unions responded to the strike eall
to & man, the total aggregating about
180, divided as follows: Machinists and
helpérs 82, boilermakers and helpers
44, Blacksmiths and helpers 8, car men
43; miso several men from other depart-
menge who were not ealled upon to go
out, but quit work in sympathy with
those who walked out.
