Have Your Seed Corn Tested.

There seems to be s well founded
rumor afloat that there was never
& year in the history of Nebraska corn
growing when there was so small an
amount of corn that would germinate
a8 the present one.  All over the state
they are organizing seed corn tests and
the best part of it seems to be that
every one concerned is taking an inter-
est.

Two years ago we had a seed corn
tester made according to  directions
furnished us by the State University,
and tried to get every furmer to bring
a sample of his corn to be tested.  Last
year we repeated the same thing, and
now this vear we wish to announce
again  that we will test ten or more
ears of corn for every farmer that will
bring or send it to our store, keeping a
record of each enr and having [t at all
times whera it ean be seen: that is the

Congidered from the standpoint of
political expediency, the candidacy of
Mr. Rowsevelt is confronted by one
great bar., It would be a third term
for him, for by his own announcement
his three and a half years in President
McKinley's term counts as a term of
his own, If he I8 nominated we must
expect no third term to be the slogan
of the opposition, Perhaps that would
be of no effect. As between Roosevelt
and a democratic stand patter like Har-
mon we doubt if it would. But objec-
tion to a third term is deep seated in
the American mind,. It was breathed
in with our first, history lessons and
seems as firmly fixed as our reverence
for Washington himself. It might an-
swer to say that third term means
third consecutive term. Some annswer
there must be, else Roosevelt's popu-
larity would need be great enough to
overcome n heavy third term handicap
and outrun his competitor on even terms
beside. — Lincoln Journal,
