This burdensome
tax is largely due to the school levy,
which is fifty mills, and of this thirty
mills has been levied to pay a  judg-
ment secured by Dave Thomson of this
city for money due on the new schoo!

tractor. Outside of this levy for the
schools, the tax exacted of the Hershey
people is not heavy.
