this amendment refers especially to
paragraph entitled "Jlnwkers and
Peddlers."
. . He II ordained by the 3Isi yor and
City Council of tlic City of North
Plntte, Nebraska,

Section 1. That paragraph entitled-"Hawker- s

and Poddlers," of Article 1,'
Chapter 9 of Ordinance No. 1, of tho
City of North Plntte, Nebraska, be
amended to read as follows

"The sum of five dollars per day on'
each peddler of goods at retail, by,
sample, or by taking orders or other-- !
wise; this does not Include comraer.--'

cial travelers soiling to dealers only
And for the purpose of this articlo
any person, persons, firm or corpora-
tion, who slrall upon any street,
avenue, sidewalk or alley, or from
any stand or vehicle within said city
expose or offer or cry for sale any
goods, wares, merchandise or articles
of any kind shall be taken and deemed
to bo a hawker; and any person tra
vellng from house to house or from
place to place In tho city of North
Platte, Nebraska, exposing and offer- -'
ing for sale, lease, barter or exchange
at retail, by sample, by taking orders I

or otherwise, any goods wares, mer-
chandise or articles of any kind shall:
be deemed to be a peddler; provided,
however, that this article shall not be
construed to apply to persons selling
their own household goods or furni-
ture, judicial sales, retail vendors of
garden or other farm produce ralsqd
Ion itholr own or their cimployei'ts
farm."

Section 2. All ordinances or parts
of ordinances in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed.

Section 8. This cirdlnanco shall
take effect and be in force 1 from and
after its passago and publication ac-
cording ,to law.
