SHOW WOMEN LIVE LONGER

Government Census Statistics Glve
Them Three More Years
Than Men.

Washington—Women, the United
Btates bureau of census will ahow In a
set of tables soon to be lssued, are
longer lived than men to the extent of
more than three years, and in the case
of native whites and negroes, more
than 3% years,

The tables, which were complled in
the division of vital statistics, are the
first of their kind to be prepared by
the government. They show death
rates and expectation of life at all
nges for the population of the six New
England states, New York, New Jer-
ey, Indiana, Michigan and the District
of Columbla (the originnl death regls.
tration atates) on the basis of the
population in 19010 and the mortality
for the thrae years 1809, 1910 and 1011,
They are similar to the “life tables"
prepared by the lfe lnsuranes com-
panies, but differ from them in that
thoy relate to the entire population of
the area covered, whereas the life in.
surance tables relate only to riskd e
lected through medical examination
and otherwise,

According to these tableg the aver-
age oxpectation of life, at birth, for
males Is 49.9 years; for femnles, 68 2
years; for white males, 60.2 years; for
white femnles, 6368 voars; for natlve
white males, 60.6; for native white fe
males, 64.2 years; for negro males,
84.1 years, and for negro females, 87.7
vears,

Every danger point has heon plot-
ted, At the slightest Indication of
traublo, guards will be placed at all
plers, publle  bulldings, reservolrs,
agquedncts, and important transporta-
tion junctions and terminals.

TO STRAIGHTEN YOUNG TREES

Some Plan Should Be Adopted to Sup
port Trees Until They Have De-
veloped Root System.

Certain varieties of fruit and shade
trees are sald never to be straight of
trunk at the time of being brought
from the nursery; so, instead of be
winlling the crookedness of troes
means should be employed for straight-
ening them.

Hut whethor trees are crooked or
not, some of the plans herewith pre-
santed should be employed for the pur
posae of supporting young troes till
they have developed n root sysiem
that will hod them up straight, sava
a writer In Successful Parming. Not
only does this bracing hold the trees
in proper form and position for rapld
growth, but where the wind weaves
the trees around, they quickly wear »
Inrge opening, at the point where they
enter the ground, so that the action of
the sun and wind have a most detri:
mental effect on the roots, drying thom
out and retarding normal development
of tha trees,

Figure 1 shows a simple cnd casily
formed support for a young tree, or for
striightening one in case it leans or
crooks, If the curvature I8 very pro

nounced, it may prove necessary to at-
tach a second forked stick (as shown
by the dotted line). This one ghould
press agalnst the curved side of the
tree; while the upper fork would pull
the top of the tree over and straighten
the trunk, The fork muay be nalled
or wired (or both) securely to the
slake driven Into the ground, and tied
to the tree with a soft cord or rag-
string. At the point where it comes in
contact with the tree, it should be
wrapped well with some kind of soft
material to avold rubbing the bark.

In Fig. 2 we have a method which,
while requiring a little more time and
labor than in Fig. 1, {8 more substan-
tial and effective. Three strong stakes
are driven in the ground near the tree,

| A hoop from & barrel I8 nailed secure-

Iy to the stakes. A stiff stick is laid
across this hoop and fastened firmly to
a couple of the stakes with naila. At
the point marked “X" in the illustra-
tion this stick is wrapped well with
oo old cloth or paper, and the tree
tled securely to It. Another stick fas-
tened to the hoop crosswise to this
one, and tied to the tree at “X,"” would
prove still more substantial,

This device not only prevents the
tree from weaving about when the
wind blows, but it is a fine arrange-
ment for straightening and keeping
6lraight the young trees. Further, to
furnish ample protection from rabbits,
mice, ete, one has but to tack some
fine poultry netting on to the stakes.

Beveral grape insects winter among
the fallon grape leaves in trash in
vineyards and much may be done to
destroy them if the trash be raked
together und burned.

Such work will be of value against
the grape-berry moth and the grape
leaf-folder, which hibernate in the
pupdl condition In the fallen grape
leaves.
