were passengers nboard her, this gov-
ernment addressed a note to the Im-
perial German government o whieh 1t
mude the following declarations ;

O I sl be the purpose of the im-
perial government to prosecute relent-
less  and Indiscriminnte  warfure
agninst vessels of commerce by the
use of snbmarines without regard to
what the government of the United
Btautes must conslder the sacred and
Indisputable rules of Internntionnl Inw
uand the uaniversally recognized die-
tates of humanity, the government of
the United States Is ut lanst forced to
the conclusion that there Is but one
course it can pursue. Unless the im-
perial government should now and m-
mediately declare and effect an aban-
donment of {ts present methods of
submarine warfare against passenger
and frelght carrying vesscls, the gov-
ernment of the United States can have
no cholce but to sever diplomatic re-
Intlong with the German empire alto-
gother.

Recalls Assurances Given
By Germany.

“In reply to this declaration the lm-
perinl German government guve this
government the followlng assurance:

“Phe German government Is pre-
pared to do its utmost to confine the
operations of the war for the rest of
Its duration to the fighting forces of
the belligerents, thereby nlso nssuring
the freedom of the sens, n principle
upon which the German government
believes, now as before, to be in agree-

ment with the government of the
United States.
“¥Phe German government, guldid

by this iden, notifles the government
of the United States that the German
naval forees have récelved the follow-
Ing orders: In accordunce with the
general prineiples of visit and search
and destruction of merchant vessels
recognized by Internntional lnw, such
vessels, both within and without the
ares declared as naval war zone,
| declared as naval war zone, shall not
be sunk withoul warning and without
saving human lives, unless these ships

jattempt to escupe or offer resistance,

“YBat It added, ‘newtrals cannot
expect that Germany, forced to tght
for her existence, shall, for the suke of
neutral interests, restricet the use of nn
effective wonpon If her eénemy Is per-
mitted to contlnue to apply at will
methods of wurfure violating the rules
of Internationnl law. Sueh a demand
would be Incompatible with the char-
geter of neutrulity, and the German
government ix convineed that the gov-
ernment of the United States does not
think of mnking such & demund,
knowlng thut the government of the
United States has repeatedly declared
that It determined to restore the
principle of the freedom of the seas,
from whuatever quurter It has been vio
lated.'

Is

Refused To Be Bound
By Any Conditions,

“To this the government of the Unit-
ed sintes veplled on the eighth of May,
aceepting, of course, the assurnnce give
en, but adding :

The government of the Unlted
States feels It necessary to state that
It tukes It for granted that the (-
perinl German  goveriment does not
intend it to lmply that the malutenance
of Its newly announced policy Is o any
way contingent upon the course of re
sults of diplomatle negotiantlons be-
tween the government of the United
Stutes and other belligerent govern-
ments, notwithstanding the fact that

that the government of the United
stntes will further realize that the
now openly disclosed intentlons of the
entente allies glve buck to Germany
the freedom of actlon which she roe-
served In her note addressed to the
government of the United States on
May 4, 1016,

“Under these cireumetances Ger-
many will meet the Hlegal mensures
of her enemies by forcibly preventing
ufter February 1, 1917, In a zone
aronnd Girent Britain, France, Ttaly
and in the enstern Mediterranenn all
navigation, that of neutrals ineciuded,
from and to England and from and to
France, ete,, ete,
the zone will be sunk.'

No Alternative Consistent
With Country's Honor.

“I think that yon will agree with me
that, in vlew of this decluration, which
suddenly and without prior intimation
of uny kind deliberately withdranws
the solemn assurance given In the Im-
perlial government's note of the fourth
of May, 1910, this governmen! hus no
ulternntive conslstent with the dignity
and honor of the United States, but to
tnke the course which, In it8 note of
the elghteenth of April, 1016, It an-
nounced that It would take In the
avent that the German government did
not declare and efect an abandonment
of the methods of submarine warfure
which it was then employing and to
which It now purposes agaln to re-
sort,

“1 have, therefore, directed the see-
retury of state to announce to his ex-
cellency the German ambagsador that
all diplomatic relations bhetween the
United States and the German emplre
are severed and that the Amerlean nm-
bassador at Berlin will be Immediately
withdrawn, and In accordance with
this deeislon to hand to his excellency
hils passports.

Cannot Believe Germany
Will Carry Out Threats.

"Notwithstanding this unexpected
action of the German government,
thiz sudden and deeply deplored re-
nuncintion of s assurances, glven
this government at one of the most
critical moments of tension in the re-
Iations of the two governments, I re-
fuse to believe that 1t Is the Intention
of the German nuthoritles to do In
fact what they have warned us they
will feel at lUberty to do. 1 eannot
bring myself to bhelieve that they will
Indeed pany no regard to the anclent
friendship between their people and
our own or to the solemn obligations
which have been exchanged between
them and destroy Amerienn ships and
tnke the lves of Ameriean citizens
to the willful prosccution of the ruth-
less naval program they have an-
nounced thelr intention to adopt. Only
nctual overt acts on thelr part can
muke me belleve it even now.

“If thls Inveternte confidence on my
part in the sobriety and prudent fore-
slght of thelr purpose should unhappily
prove unfounded; If American ships
and Amerlenn Hves should in fact be
gsacrificed by thelr naval communders

and reasonable understandings of in-

ternationnl law and the obvious die-
tutes of humanity, I shall ke the lib-
erty of coming aguin before the con-
gress, to ask that authority be glven
me (o use any means that may be ned
essary for protection of onr seamen
und our people In the prosecution of
thelr peaceful and legitimate errpnds
on the high seas. 1 ean do nothing
less, I tnke 1t for grunted that all
peutral governments will tnke the same
COUrEe

Purpose Only Defense
Of American Rights,

“We do not desire any hostile con-
et with the Imperial German govern-
went, We are the slocere fricods of
the German people and cornestly de-
gire to remain at peace with the gov.
ernment which spoghis for them. We
shull pot believe that they are hostile
to us unlegs and untll we are obliged
to belleve it, and we purpose nothing
more than the reasonable defense of
the undoubted rights of our peopls,
We wish to serve no selfish ends
spek merely o stand true alike In
thought and In aetom, to the hmme-
morinl principles of our people which
1 sought to express In my address to
the senute only two weeks ngo-—seek
merely to vindieate our right to liberty
and an unmolested life These are
the bases of pence, not war. Graunt
that we shall not be challenged to de-
fend themn by acts of wilful Injustica
ot the part of the government of Ger-

wuny."”

Rocipe for Dellcacy That Tastes Ex-
ceéptionally Fine on Evenings When
Weather s Cold.

Pour Into 8 kettle that will hold
ahout four thoeg the amount to e
used the quantity of molasses of “good
qunlity”™ that Is required for the pur-
pese.  Boll over o “slow” fire for
nbout ouehalf hour, Attend to stir-
rlug all of the tme” while the “kettle
is over the fire,” and "tnke the ketthe
uff the fdree If there Is danger of the
contents running over,” Wateh care
fully this process of boillng 80 ax not
to allow the molusses (o burn, When
a little dropped in cold water becomes
hard and brittle (make test with spoon
by dropping u little into cold water,*
ndd 0 tenspoonful of carbonate of sodn
(¢ommon  buking soda), free from
lumps, o every two gquurts of the bell-
ing molagses, Str quickly so ng W
thoroughly mix and then pour on piat-
ter or platters that have Ilt*Pll well

prensed beforchand.

When sutficlently cool pull back und
forth, the hands being grensed by rub-
bing them with butter usunlly, Work
the candy until It becomes a yellowish
brown color, IFf wished It moay be fla-
vored with vonilla or lemon.

1 Hke It best without flavoring ether
than its own—molasses—nnnd prefer
adding o small plece of butter instond
of carbonnte of soda.  Keep the hands
well mulstened (dip oceaslonally In a
dish of eold wuter)., This makes
greasing them unnecessary,

USE FOR OLD TABLECLOTH

May Be Made Over Into Serviceable,
Pretty Breakfast and Luncheon
Sets, Says Writer.

A tablecloth that bang seen its best
days mauy be pressed Into further serv-
lee by making the better part inte a
breakfast or luncheon set. The pum-
ber of pleces to be secured depends
upon the size and condition ef the
cloth; mine wus a good one to start
with. I cut a squure 14 by 14 inches
for a table center, From the selvage
side I cut a plece 39 by 17 for a serv-
lng-table slip, fringing three sides;

six doilles 11 by 11 inches and
six 6 by 6 Inches, [ got several odd-
sized dollles for dishes. 1 [fringed

ull of these pleces one inch deep. My
set has been much admired, and has
saved my more expensive sets many
trips to the washtub, It has bewn in
uctive service n yenr and with care
will last another, and cost me nothing
but my time one wet afternoou.—
Woman's Home Companlon.

Spice Cakes With Chocolate Sauce.

For the cakes, cream together twe
tablespoonfuls of shortening with half
a cupful of brown sugar aud add hakt
a cupful of durk molasses, one tea-
spoonful each of ground ginger, elp-
namon fAod grated nutmeg and balf a
teaspoonful of ground allsplee. Mix
well; add one tenspoonful of baking
soda dissolved In three-quarters of a
cupful of thick, soured milk and suffi-
clent sifted flour to form a good cake
batter. It should “ribbon™ from the
spoon. Bake in well-greused cup cnke
puns in & moderate oven,

Yorkshire Parkin.

One pound of medium-cooked out-
meal, three ounces of dripping mo-
lasses, one-half pound of brown sugar,
one-hull ounce of ground ginger and
one-half teaspoonful of salt,

Mix the salt with the oatmenl and
rub in the fat. Add the sugar and
ground ginger. Mix to a stiff dough
with molasses, lloll out half an inch
thick, cut into Squares and bake on a
greased tin for 20 minutes, The oven
should be hot.

Parsnip Rolls.

Boll two large parsnips untll ten-
der and press through a colunder, ndd
four cupfuls of hot milk, a teaspoonfal
of salt, quarter of o cupful of lard, one
youst enke mixed with a quarter of a
caupful of sugar and enough flour to
make g stiff batter. Rulse to twlee its
original size, Kpead., Cut loto small
strlps, roll onece, let ralse for ten win-
utes and bake 20 minutes.

Fried Tomatoes.

Wnsh and wipe vipe tomatoes, Qut
in three or four slices. Dip into flour,
which has been seasoned with salt and
pepper.  Fry in fat (bacon fat Is best)
pntil brown on both sides,. Have a bt-
tle milk heating, and when the toma-
toes huve been tnken out pour Into the
fut, und when bolling thicken with =
Hitle flour mixed In cold water. Pour
this gravy over the tomatoes

French Bean Soup.
One pint of white beans, two or three
onlons sliced, sall; six or ¢lght quarts

water. Boll hard so beans will go to
pleces ; add three or four pounds fore-
quarter lnmb, cut small und fat re
moved. In time to eook add one quart

potutoes and two enrrots cut In dice.
Time of cooking whole, nbout four
hours, This is a fine dinner for cokd
wenther,

Health Bread.

Pour over one zupful rolled
threa cupfuls bolling water,
halt eupful molasses, one tublespoons
ful tard, one dessertspoonful salt. Let
cool and add yveast cuke dissolved in
cold water. Add brad foour untdl it
cun he kneaded, Bake one bour and ten
minues,
