During the second year of the pan-
Buropean war I commuanded o 2,000
ton tramp steamer called the Ajax,

I left Bmyrna in August, 1015, with
n cargo of rugs and other Agiatle
goods for the port of New York.

Now, 1 did pot belleve that any Ger
man craft would be salling In those
waters, whiclh were occupled by the
allled flects, ospecinlly the Beltish, If
this one wore really German I was of
the opinion that she was a tender for
a submarine, However, I could only
wait and leatn. 1 kept on my course,
watching In every direction for o perl.
geopn, thl the tug—for such she proved
to be—was close on to mmy bows
Through my glass [ could see on her |
deck & number of men ln sallor cos-
tume who might be In the German
gervice; but, Judging from thelr
gwarthy complexions, they were Asi-
atics,

One man who appeared to be com-
mander wore the unlform of a Ger-
man naval ofMcer, but I belleved be
bad obtained iy without baving a com-
miegion. e was whiter than bis men
and might nve been n Evropean, One
thing 1 noticed particularly—there was
no appearnnee of canoon.
