: Twelve hundrod Germans storm

troops, the largest nombor ever con-
contrated against the Amarican Lroops
for un offensive vperation, were hurl-
o agnlngt American positions on @
one mile front west of Henneres forest,
northwest of Toul, Saturday, alfer a
terriffie bombardument of gad and high
axplosive shells.

The enemy succeeded (n penetraling
the front line trenches and taking the
villuge of Selchkprey, bul after furious
hand-to-hand fighting, which wae atill
going on at nlghifall, the American
troops recsptured the village.

German sirmen, fiying at low aleva-
{ion, poured mnchine gun fire into the
American troops, bul the anti-alrernft
bistteries came into play and Amigrican
alrmen took the nir, bringing down
two of the enemy planes and dispers-
fng the others. All the Amprienn alr-
men returned safely
