SENATE STARTS AN INQUIRY

Many Workers Said to Be Returning
to the Mills—Status of the Peace
Treaty Contest—D'Annunzic's

In ltaly.

By EDWARD W. PICKARD,
Developments of the wesk in the
great strike of steel workers Indicated
