KNGINEEK SMITH ItETIIlES
AFTEH 11 YEA11S' SERVICE

Englncor J. I. Smith, after forty--
'our years of servico with tho Union
Pacific, mado his last run between
North Platto and Grand Island Mon-
day covering tho dlstanco at an av
erago speed of a mllo a mlnuto with
train No, 5 and tho following day
made application to bo placed on tho
pension list.

Forty-nin- o years ago Mr. Smith
came to Lincoln county from his fath;
er's farm near Danville, 111., and his
first six months employment was with
John Ell, father of Charley Ell, on a
ranch In tho south part of tho county.
Ho then accepted a position as engine
caller at tho round house, and after
being thus employed for three months
went on the road as a fireman for
Frank Tracy. In this work he con- -

tlncd for two years and then returned
to Illinois. Remaining thoro a year,
ho again hearkened to tho call of tho
west, returned to North Platte and
resumed tho vocation of firing. He
was promoted to bo an engineer in
1879 and for forty-on- o consecutive
years has. pulled tho throttle Ho re-

tires as tho oldest engineer, in point
of servico, on tho Nebraska division.

During his forty-fou- r years of ser-
vice Jako Smith gave to tho Union
Pacific tho bost that was within him;
ho was a careful, conscientious and
loyal employe. Ho accoptcd tho un-
pleasant situations and conditions
cheerfully, ho counseled conserva-
tism in labor difficulties, and ho re-

tires with an appreciation of his ef-

ficiency and loyalty from tho company
and the good-wi- ll and highest es-

teem of his
As a citizen Mr. Smith has been

one of our best; a family of children
liavo been reared each of whom Is a
credit to tho parents; nnd as ho
worked ho practiced frugality and to-

day is handsomely, fixed financially.
Though retired from railroading his
interosts aro such as to keep him em-

ployed. Ho is presidont of tho Su
burban irrigation ditch and will de-

vote considerable time to tho super-
vision of that enterprise, and though
Tio sold ono farm for ?2B,000, he still
owns ono oven more valuable, just
west of town, and part of his time will
be devoted to looking after Its gen-

eral condition.

MANUFACTURE CEMENT HMCK

H. B. Horn and R. W. Forrls, who
for a year or moro havo boon employed
as brick masons, havo formed a part-
nership nnd will manufacture cement
brick. They, havo secured a slto on
cast Front street In tho Industrial
district, havo oroctcd a temporary
building, ordored tho necessary ma-
chinery and within tho noxt two or
threo weeks will bo turning out 5,000
brick daily. Tho brick will bo of tho
same dimensions as clay brick, and It
Is claimed for them that they will
wear better and last longer than tho
clay, brick. Tiioy will not only put
out the rough brick but also pressed
brick In any color or shado desired.
The common brick, the firm says, can
be put on tho market for $10.00 per
1000, whllo clay brick now commands
a price above ?40.

As soon as tho manufacture of brick
is fairly under way tho firm will erect
a permanent brick building about
40x50 In which to house tho machin-
ery, and will also erect permanent
drying sheds.

MAYOK AM) COUNCIL THY
TO SOLVE WATER u'HOBLEM

Gobs of gloom pervaded tho city
council chamber Tuosday ovenlng
When Councilman Baskins, as forcast-th- o

ordlnanco committee, as forecast-
ed In Tuesday's Tribuno, announced
that tho outlined program for water
main extensions could not bo carried
out owing to a statUto that provldcs.a
maximuni of $160,000 outstanding
water bonds for a city of this class!
As $100,000 water bonds aro already
outstanding, tho total amount that
could he voted at this timo would be
$50,000, whereas tho program outlln-ed- o

culled for an expenditure of
around $165,000. Tho law which pro-
vides tho maximum amount of bonds
that can bo voted was passed nine
teen years ago, and whllo at that time
might havo been sufficient the amount
at this timo is whololy insufficient to
meet the requirements of a growing
city of North Platte's class.

Undor tho law provisions aro mado
for tho creation of wator districts
whereby a tax of fifty cents per front
al foot can bo assessed against the
property for tho cost of extending
mains, but in theso days of high costs
tho rovonuo thus secured would not
pay one-ha- lf tho expense of main ex-

tensions and there would bo no means
in sight of securing tho remaining
moro than one-ha- lf of tho cost.

No dcflnlto action on tho proposi
tion was takon Tuesday evonlng, but
the general feeling among tho coun-
cilman seemed to bo that tho $50,000
bonds which can bo voted under tho
law should bo voted and applied to the
oxtcnslon of mains so fnr as tho
money would permit.

City Engineer Rannio presented a
map of proposed sewer oxtenslon,
which provided for two additional
main lines, one running in tho south
part of tho city, and tho othor north
of the tracks. Theso two main lines
would not only take care of the ter-
ritory not now covered by a sewage
system, but would to a great extent
relievo tho present system of over
capacity. The estimated cost of the
sewer extensions was placod at
$65,000. Tho law would permit the
issuance of bonds in this amount, but
a sewer Is not needed unloss tho same
territory Is covered with water mains

Prior to tho consideration of the
water and Bcwago proposition, tho
representatives of tho tolophone com
pany and the light and power com-
pany appeared before tho council and
mado statements relative to tho re-

moval of poleB In the alley between
Jewey and. Pino. Tho telephone com
pany expeciB lojoocupy uioir now
building within six or eight months
and to attempt to placo their wires
under ground, would entail an ex
penditure of sovernr thousand dollars
and tho work would prove useless af-

ter tho occupation of tho now bulki-
ng. Owing to tho helghth of the
water level, Manager Morey of tho
light and power company, said that
wires and transformers coud not bo
placed underground with safety. No
definite action was taken on the sub
ject.

Dan Valerius, plumbing and sanl
tnry inspector, was asked to hand In
his resignation, tho voto on this action
being unanimous. Councllmoh stat
ed that many complaints had como to
them of Valerius ."butting In" where

over officious. Valerius was placed
on tho frying pan immediately fol
lowing statements mado by Anton
Stennor who had erected a now house
and had lots of trouble with tho In
spector.
