They nro an eyesore and almost a dis
grace. You have no doubt noticed
somo of them.

They violato every quality of beauty.
They do not represont tho value which
was put into thorn. They should never
have been built. No citizon has a right
to build an outlandish home or con
struct an ugly store alongside one or
tho other which has been well design
ed and is pleasing to tho eye. It is a
civic responsibility which wo hih ' woii.
undertake at once to see . that all
buildings constructed frdm now on are
dosigned so thoy will not offend our
better tastes. ,

The City Council now has before it
a building code. Somo minor changes
and additions arc being made and then
It will como up for final action. I am
not familiar with the contents of this
measure but I have studied tho build-
ing codes of other places and havo n
pretty good Idea of tho subject in gen-

eral. "We should havo a building In-

spector who should pass on all planB
and specifications before Avork on a
structure is started. Wo should havo
someone who would Inspect and ap-

prove all electric Installation and
someono who is responsible for sani-
tary plumbing. Tho code should pre-

scribe all conditions to make buildings
safe, sanitary and beautiful. If the
measure now before the Council does
tills It should be passed as soon as
possible.

North Platte is no longer a villago
but a flourishing city and we must
adopt city manners as soon as pos-

sible.
