unchallenged. The city lins been de-
stroyed many times, once by o league
of nelghboring towns, and at other
thimes by allen conquerors.  After euch
destruction it hns sprong up on o seew-
Ingly firtoer foundation to achieve
gredter populnrity and a more far
reaching influence.

Apart from any reputation Miab
may bave gnlued ns an Index to In
dustrial unrest, It Is a leador among
Ttallan citles In other respects. In-
deed, the Milanese Insist that thelr
elty, thelr “capltale morale,” 1s the
very heart and hemd of Italy's mod-
ern lfe and activity—"first in Indus-
try, fiest In munieipal progress, first
In political Importance.”

The Industrinl plants of modern
Milapn have falrly burst the confines
of the old clty and many are to be
found In numerous pogulous suburbs
that have sprung up, especially since
1808. The population now numbers
close to threcquarters of a million,
It Is exceeded only slightly, If at all,
by that of Nuples, und Is considered
1o excess of that of Rome.

To walk nbout Tientsin Is to travel.
An afternoon’s stroll from the natlve
to the Britsh, French, lallan, Russian
aod other forelgn quariers, gives the
sensation of a magle tour through
Pekiog, London, Parls, Rome and
Petrograd, And the windmills among
the salt mounds Just outslde the city
add a touch of Holland,

This pavorama clty has had a tem-
pestuous history. There a group of
Ameriean and other forelgn residents
—-Herbert ©. Hoover among them—
defended  themsely for u month
pgalnst the fanantie Boxérs tn 1000,

Since then the patlve city has been
koown as Cheng-ll, or “Town without
Walls,” heenuse the anclent barriers
were demolished during the slege. OF
the OO0 doughty forelgners more than
fAfty were killed and many others
wounded before wilithry ald came,

Tlentsin was the scene of nnother
famous slege, that of the Taiplng
rebels In 1854, Followers of Hung
Bin Tsuan, who had professed Clirls.
tianity and sot himself up In Nankiog
as the “"Heavenly King,” marched to
ward Peking, But the Waterloo of the
“long haired rebels,” so-called becnuse
they could not plalt thelr queves and
thus signify loyalty to the Manchus.
came at Tientsin,

The success of the campalgn agalnst
the revolutionisis was due principally
to the gallant “Chinese Gordon,” Gen.
Charles Geerge Oordon, and hig “BEver-
Yictorions Army.”

Commuanding the native foree at
Tientsln was Bong-ko-lln-sin, . Mongol
general, who Inter distingulshed hime
self less creditably, In 1800 he sought
to defend Tentsln agnlnst a forelgn
expedition by erecting an Immense
mud rampart outside the clty. Tlen-
taln wan captured and held for two
yoars by the British and French, and
the crude defense s known In the
forelgn quarters as “Seng-kolin-#in's

folly.”
The reglon about Tientsin  was
known as Chl-chou under the Hsia

dynusty, whose rulers, 4000 years ago,
alrendy had court astronomers who
conld prediet eclipses, Later it was
enlled Ya.chou, In the Chou dynasty,
marked by the western wors woged
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more than

by Mu-Wnng aguinst the “Dog Bar
barians,” .thought to have héeh sances-
tors of the Huns, Tientsin dates
back at least to the fourteenth cen-
tury.

The ealt Industry In the nelghbor-
hood of Tlentsin s prodigious, Wind-
mills are used to pump salt water into
tid flolds nlong the Hallo river, where

| mnde. PBefore the war nearly 20000

ONE OF GERMANY S LOST
TERRITORIES

The former German Samoan 8-
lands constitute one of the mportant
gronps of Pacifie islunds that have
fallen to the tot of Great Britain,
through New Zealond, as u result of
tlie World war,

The Samoan group, called by form-
or geogreaphers “The Nnvigntors'
Idlands,” from the skill in navigation
shown by Ity Inhabltants,
four principal bits of lond
the South Pacitie, nearly midway be-

Included under the general term
Munun, are lmportant,
All are verdure-clad and Inhabited,

nod in appearnnce and shape resem-
ble Immense green hits, the Interlor
representing the crown belng moun-
talnous, while the brim or shore is
covered with coconut palins, bread-
frult, banana and other tropleal trees,
which furnish the native food, .

At some  prehistorie  period the
penks of o submerged mountain chaln
rmnning northeast and southwest have
been lifted from the depths of the
ocean by the upheaval of voleanoes
now long extinet. Accumulations of
s#oll brought by heavy ralns from the
mountaing meet the ever-growing reef,
which prevents vasy approach to the
Innd except In those places where
fresh-water streams, forelng thelr way
through, form openings In the coral
barrier, .

Between reef and shore a lagoon,
varying In width from 200 yards to
two or three miles, provides n secure
highway for couast and Inter-island
traffic. The entire length of the group,
If Rose lsland be included, I8 lttle
loss than 300 miles, and the gross area
of the Islands 18 larger than the state
of Rhode Isiand by 50 square mlles.

The mnative Inhabitants of the
Islands are of FPolynesian stock and
are clearly relnted te the natives of
both Hawall and New Zealand. For
practienl purposes these patives may
be divided Into four classes, At the
head stand the chlefs, who are heredl-
tary in the sense that they must be-
long 40 certaln faomilles, but elective
In that they exerclse authority by
virtue of !rrlm conferred on them,

The Tulafule, talking-man, is thelr
executive officer, who phrases their
thoughts In elogquent langunge, and Is
frequently the central Agure In the
district nnd the source of authority.
Below him and nhove the lowest class,
composed of what are known as the
“common people,”  are  the native
tenchers and  centechlsts, who wenr
more clothes and do less fighting than
the rest of the ;mpulntlml.

There In nulhlng in ﬂm dress of
bearing of a high chief which enables
u forelgner to distinguish him, but he
Is isolated from the rest of the people
by u system of rigld etiquette. No one
may hold up an umbrelln or do cer
tain kinds of work In his presence,
and n specinl voenhulnry s set apart
in which to address him, The com-
mon names for food, nn axe, a plg
ete, are tnbooed In his presence, His
fuce, his anger and other wttributes
are described In an entirely different
set of words from those used for
ordinary men,

The powers and dutles of the “talk-
ing men” wre consldernable. They are
men of much dignity of carrlage, and
ug they stand leaning vwpon a staff
of office with a “fue,” oe fly-Nap cast
over one shoulder, with whielhh oeen-
slonally to emphagize thelr remarks,
they compare favorably in appearance
with the orators of a4 nution more
clvllized than themselves
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MARSHALL ISLANDS: NEW
JAPANESE TERRITORY

The Marshall islands, one of the
Pacile archipelagoes formerly owned
by Germany, and over which Japan
hag been gliven o mandate by the
Lengue of Natlons, practieally form a
barrier botween the Hawallan Islands,
ofi the east, and Guam and the hilip-
plnes 10 the west,

The two chalus of ecuriously shuped
atolls, or coral Islands conslsting of
low-lylng  coral  reefs enclreling i
goons, known o8 the Marshall group,
lie n little south of the conter of an
imonginary lne  connecting  Hawall,
Guam and the Philipplnes

Guam, Samon and Honoluly form a

triangle of trade routes, with its sides
not penetrated by 'mportant steamship
lnes, Within this Isolated Pacific trl-
nngle nre the Marshall Islands,

Before the war Sydney was renched
by steamer, # voyage of more than
J3,000 wiles, The anly other tethod of
egress waR A steamer to Pobape
which connected with a French ilne
to Singnpore,

Like two loosely strung chalns of
Jewels, the (slundg stretch from north-
wesl 1o southeaxt, eafth with s Ia-
goon setting encased by n sirangely
shaped cirelet of coral, some lke tri-
nngles, bharps and sticrups, and one
outlining a bull's head with lts horns,

Stralght halred, dark brown natives,
still proserviog the religious signifl-
canee of tattoo and taboo, are to be
found. Onee a sturdy, rellant, sea.
faring people, for they were the best
mariners  In  the Pacife, the white
man's coming, as In the case of his
ndvent nmong the Eskhioo and the

Indinn, did not seem wholly beneficial, |

In tenching them ways to live more
enslly civillzation robbed them of that
bolduess and adventure woich made
them the hardiest of the Mleroneasinn
peoples. Many of the young died of

Skiliful apd fearless navigators, the
nntives used bread-tree wood to mnke
silling canoes In which they would
vayage for months, They devised
charte, made of sticks, chowing the
locations of Islands amd the directions
of previlling winds,

Ancestor worship was their predomi.
nant religlous sentiment, With petl-
thons and gifts they worshiped the
depurted whose spirits were supposed
1o return o earth In certaln palm
treex which they set off In stone en-
Blirds amd fishes sometimes
embodied these spirits, they belleved,
and thus certaln sped'es became -
hoo,

Homes of the putives were not pre-
tentions. Floors wers ralsed above
the ground to escape the rats, and
thatehed roofs covered the comblnm-
tlon house and stornge room,

The two [sland groups nre known as
the Ratak and Rallk chalns.  'Their
entire area I8 not more than 160
square miles; their native population
before the war was 15,000, with fewer
thun 300 forelgners, The seat of Ger-
man government was on Jalult and the
most populous islund s Majeru, with
but 1,600 persons,

Other explorers had touched at tha
islands but they, with the Gllbert
group, took thelr names from Caps
tning Marshall and Gllbert who ex-
plored them In 1788, The Germans
annexed the Islands In 1884,
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FORMER AUSTRIAN NAVAL
BASE NOW ITALIAN
STRONGHOLD

Pola, formerly lmportant to Austrig
a8 Its naval base, now I8 equally im-
portant to Itmly, for a different res-
son, A glance at a map of the Adrintie
wlll show that the possession of Pola,
und the recent acquisition of the Island
of Cherso, by the terms of the Rupallo
ngreement, give Italy control of the
water route to Flume,

Sltuated near the extremity of the
Istrlun  peninsula, 85 mlles by rall
southwest of Trieste, Pola's sole im-
portant activity before the war was
connected with the repairing, provi-
sloning and harboring of the Austrian

naval forces, The town Is virtually
without Industrinl establishments or
manufactures.

In 1900 the population of Poln was
about what it haid been elghteen con-
turies before under the rule of Roman
empetors, During the succeeding ten
years, however, it grew from 45,000 ro
70,000,

The practieally land-locked harhor
Is divided, the upper or northern half
belog the commercial roadstead, and
the lower half (below the chaln bridga
which connects Scogllo Ollvi, or Olive
Island, with the malinland) belng the
Porto Militare, with the extensive mn-
rine arsenal on the southeastern shorve.

The clty Hself clusters around =
eastle-crowngd hill which was once the
slte of the Roman eapltol. The cas-
tle Is A memento of the days of Vene-
tian prowess.

Its settlement is attributed to the Col-
chians who pursued Jason and his
argonauts. Pola's splendld harbor be.
enme a Roman possession In 178 B, O,
but Jullus Caesar destroyed it for hav.
ing espoused the cause of Pompey.
Some years later it was rebullt by the
Emperor Augustus at the Instance, ac.
cording to Pliny, of his beloved daugh-
ter Julin,

The most lmpressive ruln In Pola
Is the vast amphitheater, erected at
the beginning of the Christinn em in
honor of the emperors, Septimius
Severus and Caracalla, This Is be-
Heved to be the only Roman amphi-
theater whose outer walls have with
stood the ravages of time and of man,
The Interior, however, I8 badly dis-
mantled and the foundation walls st
one end, centurles ago, were extensive
ly quggried by the Venetlans who de-
sired the white Istrinn llmestone for
the erection of thelr own palaces,

About the middle of the 12th cen-
tury Pola became a Venetlan city. In
the destructive wars, which resulted
from the rivalry between Venlce and
Goenoa to control the commerce of the
world two centuries later, this port
noross the Adriatic from [t2 parent re-
public suffered often and grievously.
It wns completely destroyed In 1870,
and for nearly four and a half cen-
turies it lay dormant. It passed to
Austrin at the end of the Napoleonle
wars, however, and Its modern growth
dates from 1848, when It was selected
as an Austrian naval base,
