Athena and the Acropolis.

1Praparsfl by the
elaty, Wishington,

Greece, In carrylng on In Asla Mi-
aor, against the Turkizsh Natlonalista,
what may be called the only major
war now In progress, attracts atten-
tlon anew to the prolonged presence
of the Greeks on the world stage.

There are few paraliels to the strik-
lng racial phenowmenon of Hellenle
continuity throughont the vielssitydes
of 2,000 yeurs. Modern research has
penetrated the dark byways of me
dieval Greek history, and we now
know that the Greeks, whatever their
temporary fate, have preserved un-
broken the thread of thelr national
existence,

The firmest bond which unites the
Greek of today with hig iHustrious
forebenrs of the golden age s the
Greek language, the essentlal ele-
ments of which remnln as they were
In the dnys when the tongue served
a8 the medium of the noblest poetry
and the sublimest philosophy which
the race has yet produced. This
tongue traces Its unbroken lneage
back through medleval and New Tes-
tament Greek to the classic speech of
Plato and of his contemporuries.

Aud yet, with all this coutinuity
of language,  there exists now In
Greece n linguistic condition of af-
falrs around which centers a contro-
versy -at once comie or tragle; for
there are In Greece two languages,
or, rather, the one language In two
forms—one written by the newspu-
pers, spoken by the eduented classes,
and used in parllamentary debates
and in public documents, i(nciuding
the - Scriptures, the circulation of
which Is regulated by law; and the
other & vernacular used by the mass-
es of the people, containing many
words of forelgn' origin, especially
Turkish nnd Itallan, arising from
those perlods of forelgn occupation,
with a much simplified grammar rare-
ly reduced to writing, except for pri-
vate communlentions, The former 18
the cultured tongue: the latter the
popular ldiom; and between 1he two
there rages a merclless warfare, in
which fanatical students of the uni-
versity hinve lost thele lives, ministers
their portfolios, and a Metropolitun
of Atheéns his miter.

Greece of Today Almost New.

Natlotial ﬂoo&rulhlu Ho-

Greece of todny looks back only
three penerations, If one places its
origin In the war for Independence,

which was coneluded by the protoecol
of London In 1830; and, witnessing
the progress which In that brief span
has been made In 8 land of such
Spurse resources, one cannot see how
praise con be withheld from a peo-
ple who have secomplished so much.

When the city of Athens passed
from Turkish control and was des-
lgnated as the eaplital of the new free
kingdom of Greece, It was a mere
handful of wrelched huts clustered
about the Acropolis. Today it 18 a
thoroughly modern elty, with splen-
did streets, moagnificent publie bulld-
Ings, bandsome rvesidences, attractive
parks, and most of the modern lm-
provements of which western "citlies
boast. The bullding of this city alone
In n land of such seanty resources s
falrly compurable to the development
of our own rich West, and as meri-
torious when all the clrcumstances
are considered. Indeed, hud the Greek
of today nothing to his credits save
the bullding of the attractive capltal
of his nation, that alone would be
sufficlant to rank him among the con-

strocti*e¢  agencles of the moldern
world
In this city of old memories and

new hopes, Greok Hfe centers now as
in s classle days, and here ancient
and modern Greece are inextricably
mingled In a curious medley of mo-
dernity and antlquity, which colors the
most ordinary of every-day affairs.
On every hand arise the shattered
monpments of its splendld past, and
gven the tinlest frugments which
serve to llnk the life of the present
with the days that are gove nre most
carefully preserved.
Guards Its Antiquities.

The Greek government Is keenly
aullve to Its responsibility for the safe-
guarding of Its antiquities, and the
department of archaeology, under the
charge of the ministry of eduention
and religlon, Is palnstakingly organ-
lsed and prudently adminisiered, The
mwuseums at Alhens are handsomely
housed, convenlently arrangesd, ae
curntely eatulogued, and open to In-
spection and study without fes, this
atter being a pelnt of great pride

with Athenians,  In addition there are
now, at various poluts ln the kingdom
where research s going on, smaller
musenms devoted to the preservation
of the treasures of the loeality,

Crownlog the elty of Athens stands
the sheer and mighty rock of the
Acropolls, dominated by the Parthe-
non, matchless even o Its ruins, which
projects the changeless purlty of its
lines agonipst the background of the
changlng centuries, which have made
of it in turn the shrine of the vex al,
the chorelh of the Christian, the
mosque of the Moslem, and now and
ever the ldeal of all lovers of the
beautiful,

Near at hand cluster the chief rem.
nants of the glory that was Greece;
on the one side the tiny gem of the
"Temple of the Wingless Victory, so
chaste and delicate In [t8 proportions
and outline, and on the other the
Hrechtheum, with Its unique poreh of
the Caryatides.

Hard by the stalrs of the {mposing
FPropylaea rises the sturdy rock of
the Hill of Mars, whence St Paul
deciared the unknown God and incl
dentally took the Athenlan messure
for all intervening tihme, At a lttle
distance stunds the reugh-hewn Bemn,
where, Demosthenes and Ctesiphon
strove In matchlese phrase, while just
below rise the Ivory-tinted columns of
the Temple of Theseus, best preserved
of all the classic remalns.

Agalost such a background it is
ensy to project the tles of sentiment
which bind the life of the Greek of
today to that of the classle worthlea
from whom he claims direct descent.
With only a slight shock one will
learn that the man who glves him
his moming coffee bears the treémen-
dous name of Themlistocles. And yet
It Is difficult to visualize the modern
Athenlan with those who once walked
his streets,

It is only In the islands or deep In
the country, where the Albanian flood
which swept across the Attie plain
has never reached, that one finds the
facial lineaments and the bodlly grace
which the anelent sculptor has taught
the modern world ag belng common
to all Greeks of classic time,

Its Agriculture Backward,

Greece Is essentinlly a land of agri-
culture, pre-eminently Intended to be
such; but, owing to the treéemendous
drain by emligration from the rural
distriets, the progress of agricullure
has been painfully deficient. In many
ploces the land is tilled only by wom.
en und glrls. Many of the men have
gone off to Awmerica.

Many find the Athenian climate
agreeable. Cold winds there are, to
be sure, in winter, blowing down from
the snow-capped hills above the town
or blowing up from the sea at Phal-
eron; but there are no frosts; the
rogses bBloom during every month of
the year; oranges ripen In the open
alr, one may pick his breakifast frult
from the trees outside hils window.
The summer heat is easlly endurable,
the absence of ruln removing the hu-
midity which makes American mid-
summer so intoleralbde., One cannot
truthfully say that midsnmmer nights
in Athens are really cool, but there
Is a senslble difference frop the heat
of the day and a freshness which al-
ways makes sleep possible.

At the beginning of the hot season,
there Is usually an exodus of the
court, the diplomats and the wealthy
from Athens. To take thelr pinces
there flock to Athens and to the sea-
side hotels at Phaleron and to villas
and resorts at Kephisindn-the-hills
nombers of rich Greeks from Asla
Minor aund from Egypt; and the whole
city reverses the erder of lts winter
iife, turning night Into day and spend-
Ing most of the hours between sunset
nnd sunrise out of doors. Everywhere
about the town, on the roofs of clubs
or lotels, in the gardens or on the
terraces of restaurants, beneath the
pepper trees of the parks, and even
in the streets, tables are spread, and
probably as many ss 100,000 people
dine In the open alr each night of an
Athenian sumimer,

Throughout Greece—and - Indeed
throughout the entire Balkan region—
Euglish ls much heard, because of the
grent numbers of CGreeka who have
returned home from America; and
few travelers In the Peloponnesus will
fall to pecall at almost every rallroad
statlon the eager fuce thrust In at
the carriage window and quilvering
with the demand, *You fellers from
America?

RED CROSS TAKES
CHARGE OF WORK

Reconstruction of Pueblo in
the Hands of Relief
Organization

CONTRIBUTIONS A NECESSITY

Early Reports of Damage to the City
Were Not Exaggerated—Missing
List Stands at 130— Fear
an Epidemie.

Pueblo, Colo,—The rebuilding of
the city of Poeblo, Including the re-
construction of wrecked homes, the
restorntion of the business and
dusirial sectlons devastated by the
water and the adminlstration of re-
llef throughout the flooded district has
been turned over to the direction of the
American Red Cross Disaster Rellef
administration.

All who contribute to assistance of
Pueblo are requested to send their
subscriptions to the American Red
Cross for use in Pueblp, In which relief
treasury all funds will be pooled. All
disbursements will be audited to the
War department, It 1s sald.

Pueblo business men have expressed
a desire that any money or ald that
may be appropriated by congress for

rellef be made avaiuable turough the 4

Red Cross. N

Those in charge of the work say
that every possible dollar that can be
contributed will be needed, not only
for immediate rellef but for the long
and painstaking task of rehabiitation
which now has started. According to
a statement by James L. Fleser, man-
ager of the southwestern district, the
damnge has not been exaggerated in
early reports,

Latest available figures from the
Red Cross and other official sources
show more than 130 persons-are listed
as “missing” as a result of the flood.
The “missing” list I8 conplled by mil-
ftary authorities and the Red Cross
from Inquiries which have come In by
telegraph, mall and personal Inquiry,
It will probably be many days before
a complete list of the dead Is com-

plled.

It is estimated that 208 square miles
of territory have been completely
denuded of crops.

Fear of disease and precautions for
the protection of the public resmlted
in the issuance of an order by Colonel
Patrick J. 'Hammrock forbidding any
outsider to enter Pueblo, Clearing
away debris Is proceeding rapidly, but
the stench from the mud, dead bodies
of cattle, and it is feared, humans, is
giving the entire district a fearful
odor.

Forecast Bigger Wheat Yield,

Washington, D, O.—The department
of agriculture forecasts the country's
total wheat crop for 1921 at 820,000,
000 bushels, as compared with a pro-
duction of T87,000.000 bushels in 1920,

Inclnded in the 1921 total was O78.-
000,000 hushels of winter wheat, com-
pared with the same as last year, and
261.000,000 bushels of spring wheat,
compared with 208,000,000 bushels
last year.

The acreage of winter whenat was
88,721,000, which 1s 2.5 per cent grenter
than Inst year's acreage. The condl.
tion of winter wheat on June 1 was
estimated at 770 per cent, campared
with 782 per cent on June 1 Iast vear.
The avernge of spring wheat was given
as 18,025,000 and Its condition as 9354
per cent, compared with 80.1 per cent
last year.

Nebraska's Population.

Washington, D. O.—Nehraska, with
a total population of 1,200,872, had
1,270,219 whites, 13,242 negroes, 2,888
Indians, 180 Chinese, 804 Japanese and
thirty Filipinos, Hindus and Koreans,
the eensus bureau announced.

Forelgn born whites constituted 11.5
per cent of the total population, eoms
pared with 14.8 per ecent in 1010,

In Wyoming in 1920 there were:
White, 190,148 ; negro, 1,375; Indlans,
1.8343: Chinese, 252;: JYapanese, 1,194
Filipinos, Hindu and Korean, ninety-
two, The forelgn bormm white popula-
tion was 13 per cent of the total as
ngnlnst 18.6 per cent in 1910,

Fleod Not Unusual,

Denver, Oolo.—~FPueblo's present
flood is not the first to ocour due to
the overflowing of the waters of the
Arkansas and Fountain rivers, hoth of
which have thelr source In this state
and meet in Poeblo. In August, 1004,
during a flood, a passenger traln was
washed Into the river from the tracks
near Poeblo and more than a hundred
lives were lost. Other floods, not so
sgerlous, have occured almost anually
from the spring rising of the Fountaln
river.

Nine of Family Periah,

Pueblo, Colo.—A total of 22 was de
elared known to be dead as the result
of the flood In the towns of Avondale,
Vineland and Boone, and the district
between Pueblo and Boone, 20 miles
down the river, agcording to a report
by Ranger H. L. Trounstine, in charge
of a rellef party of rapgers that went
to Boone. According to Ranger Troun-
stine’s report, nine of a family of 10
perished at Avondale, The famlily's
name [s Ortibeez, A 16-year-old boy
was the only surviver.
