! RACIAL DIFFERENCE SHOWN

Lack of Immigration During the War
8I0W8 Up White Proportion-Ne- gro

Increase. Lowest
On Record.

Washington, D. C Tlio racial dif-

ference In population of U10 United
States In 1020, as announced by the
census bureau, shows 04,822,431 white
persons, 10,'i0.'.,m negroes 242,050
Indians, 111,025 Jilpnneso, 01,080
ChlneBO and 0,18u others. The Jap-
anese race exceeded the rato of growth
In the last 10 years of all other classes.

Unolllclnl estimates of the lncreuso
In Japanese In the United States, par-
ticularly on tho Pnclllc coast, were
borne out In the ofllclal tabulation
which revealed n rato of expansion of
03.0 per cent. California absorbed
80,090 of tho growth of 38,808 Jap-
anese. On January 1, 1020, there were
71,002 Japuneso In California. The
remainder of tho increase was dis-

tributed largely In Washington stute,
where there nro 17,388; Oregon, 4,151,
and Utah, Colorado and New York
with between 2,000 and 3,000 each.

The whlto population Bhowed only n
10 per cent expansion and tho negro
0.5 per cent. Both the Indian and
Chinese groups dwindled 8.0 per cent
and 13.8 per cent, respectively. Tho
growth In tho whlto population was
considerably less than tho rato for tho
previous decade which was 22.3 per
cent. This decline, tho statement said,
was duo principally to the reduction In
Immigration during tho war.

Tho greatest numerical lncrcaso In
tho whlto population was shown In
tho district embracing Ohio, Indlonn,
Illinois, Michigan and Wisconsin,
whero tho Increase was 3,011,303.

Chicago, 111. Tho number of cattle
for every hundred persons In tho
United States is one-thir- d less than In

11000, tho sheep supply Is reduced near
ly two-third- whllo tho number of
hogs Is 41 per cent smaller, according
to figures compiled from tho federal
census reports by Herbert Myrlck, a
farm expert

Declaring this "alarming shortage"
is such as to furnish a meat supply
only about half as great for each per-
son as formerly, Mr. Myrlck said that
"the decline In prices to producers Is
so utterly unjustified as to constitute
the grnvest economic crime ever per-
petrated upon tho farmers."

Other figures were given to show
thnt 20 per ceht fewer pounds of
moat wero exported during tho pres-
ent fiscal year than tho previous year,
when Imports totnled 175.000.000
pounds of fresh meats, or nearly four
times as much as two or three years
ago.

Mr. Myrlck charged that 'the United
States department of agriculture has'
overestimated the number of sheep and
swine, and declnrcd that tho depart-
ment's estlmato for Jnnuary, --1020,
was In error 28 per cent, as he silld
that tho census found 21,000,000 sheep,
compared to the government's estlmato
of 48,000,000. Tho cer.ous also reveals
14,000,000 fewer hogs than government
estimates,

Tho house bill as passed pro
vides for regulation of tho meat pack-
ers of tho country by tho socretnry of
agriculture.

announced by the prohibition bureau.

Becnuso of lack of funds about 700

000 mado available by congress, It was
explained the bureau would bo ablo to
fill out Its force.

ciety. Washington, D. C.)

Senegal,- brought Into prominence
becauso of tho thousands of Senegal-,os- o

who, as soldiers and laborers, as-

sisted tho French In tho World war, Is
tho gutoway and main trade route to
Franco's West African possessions.

In that country and In the regions
Inland to tho cast, Mohammedanism
holds almost undisputed sway; and
from there, some observers declare,
thero Is likelihood that this religion
will sweop southward until tho' great
majority of, African natives will bo-co-

Moslems In limine at least
On Its west, or Atlantic coast, Sene-

gal may bo said to mark tjio beginning
of tho real Africa the hot moist
"dark continent" peopled with negroes.
For northern Africa Is to a largo ex-

tent desert and is tho land of Arab
and Berber or "Moor." As one steams
down tho Atlantic coast of Africa,
leaving the '.last of the perennial
streams of Morocco, ho skirts a forbid-
ding desert coast without a permanent
stream for 1,800 miles. Tho first largo
stream encountered Is tho Senegal,
emptying Into tho sea through a sys-
tem of lakes and lagoons, navlgablo
during tho rainy season for COO miles
Inland. This was naturally ono of tho
best trade routes Into tho Interior of
northwestern Afrlcn, and by tho con-

struction of n railroad from tho river's
rapids to a point 435 miles farther in-

land, It has been made still better.
Real Control by France Is Recent
Tho foothold of Franco In Senegal

dates from tho dnys of Itlchelleu. In
1030 Fort St. Louis was established as
a trading post at tho mouth of the
Senegal river. Franco could point to
little moro than tho maintenance of
coast stations In this region, however,
until relatively recent times. It was
not until near tho mlddlo of tho Nine-
teenth century that thero was anything
lllto an aggresslvo effort to consolidate
Senegal under French control. How
great tho progress has been since that
tlmo Is indicated by the fact that there
aro now four municipal
communes In Senegal, and they jointly
send n deputy to tho' French chamber
In Paris.

Tho portion of Senegal which may
bo regarded as having progressed far
toward becoming, llko Algeria, a part
of France, is small, embracing less
than 1,000 square miles and having a
population of only a few hundred
thousands. Tho remainder of Senegal,
with an area of moro than 70,000
squnro miles, consists of native status
under French protection and under
tho supervision of resident agents.

Situated between desert Africa nnd
moist tropical Africa, Senegal Is not
unnaturally a region of mixed races.
As ono advances from tho north, tho
Senegal river marks tho first encoun
tor with predominantly negro tribes,
ns It marks tho end of tho desert and
Its frlngo of semi-dese- rt On tho north
side of tho rlvor dwell people of Ber
ber or "Moorish" stock swurthy,
stralcht-halrod- . To
tho south of tho river tho tribes vary
much In appearance, but practically
all are negroes black or dark choco-

late colored, with broad flat noses and
kinky hair, Close to the coast are the
members of the Wolof tribe, who nro
usually regarded as typically Senegal
ese. They nro said to bo tho blackest
negroes known. Kven their Hps nro
black. Tho people of this .trlbo aro
particularly loyal to tho French and
havo served in largo numbers as soi
dlcrs.

Wise Methods of Administration.
In administering Senegal, as Indeed

in administering all her African pos
sessions, Franco has depended on tnct
rather than on force. Her olllcluls not
only rocognlzo native chiefs, but also
treat them with consideration. Tho
greatest of the rulers aro presented
with valuublo gifts, which emphnslzo
tho wealth nud power of France, and
some of tho lenders aro taken to Paris
nn miosis of the government The

of Senegal.

French administrators havo earned
the gratitude of the largo nnd Influen-
tial trading clnss In Africa by breaking
up brigandage and policing the cara
van routes. The Moslems nrc all
grateful because of tho French policy,
which has Insured privacy to tho
mosques and harems and has permit
ted them to continue their schools and
colleges, nnd In Borne cases has even
subsidized such Institutions.

But though Franco has permitted
Moslem schools to be carried on, sbo
has not left all schooling to tho Mo
hammedans. Public schools havo been
established In Senegal and elsewhere
In tho West African possessions, la
which children of tho various races,
tribes and .religions aro taught In
French. At present theso schools roach
only a few thousand children in Sene-
gal, but tho system Is being extended
as rapidly as possible.

Excellent ronds havo been built by
tho French In Senegal, connecting tho
various towns and supplementing the
river and rail routes to tho sea coast
Dakar, which Is situated under the
lee of Cape Verdo, tho westernmost
point of land in Africa, is tho best port
oni tho whole west coast, and almost
tho only port on that coast at which
ocean-goin- g vessels can tie up along
side a quay protected from tho surf.
As a result, the commerco of the port
Is heavy, and the trade route to tho
east starting thero is used to distribute
and collect supplies to and from ex
tensive regions In tho interior. Dakar
In tho scat of administration for all
French West Africa and has a larger
European population (about 3,000)
than any other town In Senegal or tho
neighboring countries.

No Place for White Men.

Senegal Is not a "whlto mnn's coun
try." Becnuso of Its climatic condi
tions It Is unhcnlthful for Europeans
and probnbly alwuys will be. Tho
French rocognlzo this and havo mado
no efforts to colonize tho country. Tho
European population Is mado up almost
entirely of administrators of various
kinds, and traders. This situation has
mado necessary tho French plan of
(jrganlzlng the country largely on tho
oasis or niuivo states uuuer protec
tion.

Although cattle-ralsln- g on tho grassy
plains of tho upper Senegal has long
been the chief industry, agriculture
has attained a placo of greater impor
tance In recent years. The principal
article of export Is the peanut, nnd
considerable amounts of other oil
seeds, oils, hides, rubber, timber nnd
cocoa also aro sent out Senegal ships
largo quantities of kola or coin nuts.
These are eaten by tho natives
throughout western Africa, and even
In tho moro remote parts of tho conti
nent, becauso of their stimulating
qualities.

Cotton grows wild nnd Its produc
tion might bo made Into an Important
Senegalese Industry but for the habits
of the natives, Thoy nro unwilling to
engage in the cultivation of n crop
which requires considerable steady
work and a relatively long wait for
maturity. They prefer to ralso such
crops as peanuts nnd millet which re--

qulro little attention between planting
nnu harvest.

While there aro a few tribes of na
tives in tho outlying portions of Sene-c- al

whoso members practlco fetish
worship, tho great majority of tho In

habitants Of the country profcES
Mohnmmcdnnlsm. This religion wns
introduced both by the Berbers or
"Moore" from tho north and by near
ly puro nogroes who came from tho
West about tho Thirteenth century
nnd set up tho poworful sultannto of
Tlmbuctu. Somo of tho tribes of Sene
gal nro apparently staunch Moham
medans, but others are only nominal
followers of tho Prophet, preserving
their superstitions and pagan prac
tices much as nominal Christians con
tinued to hold to such superstitions In
Europe during tho Dark Ages.
