A BULLET PROBE WHICH

I8 OPER-
ATED BY ELECTRICITY,
Accoustical Experiments That May De

Practiced Without the Employment of
Costly or Intrieate Apparatus, by
Amatonrs as Well ns by Selontisis,

Tho re-enforcoment of sounds by the vibra-
tion of conflned masses of nir may be readily
Investigated, says Belentiflo American, with-
out apparatus such as I commonly employed
in accoustionl experimenta. A simple ex-
poriment illustrating the fact that a sound
may be strengthenod by a confined body of
air ia illustrated in Fig. 1, reproduced from
the journal alluded to,

F1G, 1-RE-ENFOROEMENT OF VOUAL BOUNDS,
The only requisite for this experiment {8 a
paper tuboe 16 or 18 inches long and about 8
inches in diameter, or, in the absencs of such
o tube, a sheot of thick paper rolled into »
tube will answor, This tube should be held
with ono end nesr the mouth, the opposite
ond being closed by the palm of the hawd,
By making a swound continuously with the
volce, gradunlly rising in piteh, for example
by singing O, with the volce rising from the
lowest noto it is capable of making, toward
the highest note, a point will be found where
the sound is largely increased, This increase
of sound will occur at the same point in the
scale sach time the experiment is tried with
the same tube, thus showing that the dimen-
sions of the tube are in some way related to
the reenforesd noto, and to that note only,
1t will also be noticed that the vibrations of
the air in the resonant tube not only affeot
the auditory apparatus, but also have suffl-
clent power to be plainly perceptible to the
sonse of touch, the vibrations being felt Ly

Aunother very simple experiment showing
the same phenomenon in a different way is
flustrated in g, 2. In this case the reso-
nant vossel consists of & vase, A ny vessol of
substantially the same form may be used
The size is not very material, but by making
soveral trials of different vessels o particular
ono will be found which will yield bettr
results than others on account of boing of the
correct dimensions, The experiment conslsts
in holding the vase obliquely in close prox-
imity to the ear, then running the ehromatio
scale upon any instrument baving suflicient
range, preferably upon & piano or organ,
Bome note of the scale will sound much
louder than any of the others. By tilting
the vase slightly in one direction or the
other, so as to cause the ear to partly close
the mouth of the vase, the resonunt qualities
may possibly be improved, ag the movement
of the vase in this manner amounts to tuning
the resonator,

Elecirical Bullet Prohe,

At a recent meeting of the New York
Acadomy of Medicine Dr, Girdner, of New
York, exhibited his telephonie bullet probe,
| The interesting feature of this probe is that
| it is operated by o current of eloctricity ex-
tracted from the body of the patient him-
self, in whom it is desired to locate n metal-
| lie minsilt- The construction of this probe
{8 as follows: To each of the two terminals
of a telephone receiver, an insulatod flexible
wire about four feet long is connected. At
‘ the free end of one of theso wires a hollow,

bulbous plece of steol is attached. At the
|free end of the other wire is a suitable
| bandle in which a probe may be placed, and
| held by a elamp serew. Tho internal ar-

rangement of the handle is such that a por
| fect electrical contact exlsts bet ween the end
| of the probe and that of the wire which ter-
| minates in the handle; the same s troe for

the end of the otber wire and the stoel bulb,
When n current of elootricity is passed
through the col in the receiver by means of
| the bulb and the probe, each time that the
eurrent is made and broken a clicking or
rasping sound is hoard in the receiver held
to the car, All sounds are shut out except
| that heard when the bullet 18 touched; and
the apparatus is so constructed that both
| hands are left free. A detalled deseription
of this probe is given In The Now York Med-
jcal Record,

Colored Moriar for Brickwork,

bricks of almost any district may be so sorted
as to produce contrast in tint or “tone’ —red,
