A LEGEND OF WALLEN'S RIDGE
The Indinn Malden and Wer Lover—The
Clinttancogs of Long Ago.

The logendary lore, ones the leading tople
of conversation in and around Chattanoogn,
fa fast becoming forgotten in the alworbing
thames of money and money making. The
historie groumd, saored to the thonsamds who
Iald down thelr lives a willlog sacrvilics, is
bolng soldd to renl estate speculntors st n cor-
tain price per foot, while but few of the old
landmarks remain to conpect Chinttanoogn of
1808 with the Chinttanooga of today, Further
back in the history of the elty It was a strag-

ling Indian village, nestled at the foot of
'ﬂﬂkmtl mounitain, while four miles distant
Ros' Landing was established on the Ten
nosson river, The Chattanocogn of the olden
time s now 5 Elmo, made famous by the
pen of Augustn Evans, while the Chatta
noogn of today is on the site onoe ceoupled by
Ross' Landing. Tradition says that the word
means “‘hawk's nest” In the Inding tongue,
belng  devived from  “echatta,” hawk, and
"nooga,” west, Bome of the older cltizens
oan still romember  the tims when they
husted rabbits in the thickly populated por-
tions of the olty, and but a fow miles away it

uires o vivid imagination to pleture the
Ill;lll.lnl na they made this thelr reondozvous,

About twelve miles from the city is Wal-
len's Ridge, a wild, wolrd, romantio range,
fn which deep gorges, Immense rocks and
small caves abound.  Even yot an oconsional
bear or deor Is seen among these alm-;t im-
passablo cliifs and many yoars ago it afforded
arotreat for all kinds or’nma. This rendered
It peculinrly attractive to the Indians and
they mado it a general hunting ground, while
the Cherukee nation would froquently hold
its counciis bere. At the village of Chatta-
nooga were manufactured the implements of
husbandry and war, Even yot great quanti-
thes of stone hatohots, arrow heads and pot-
tery can be found on Williams island and
near the foot of Lookout mountain, One of
the noted chiofs of the Cherokes nation was
John Ross, from whom one of the presidents
of the Cherokee tribe in the Indian territory
was desoondd.  An old half breed Indian by
this well known name was found on Sand
mountain by the writer, and from him was
gloaned the following Interssting logend,
given na nearly as possible in his own lan-
gunge:

I am an old man now, and will soon go to
the land of the setting sun, where my fathers
have long since been : Tis over
movent: slnce, as a 1 left my home
on Jm ridge, and with my tribo
sought for other hunting grounds.  Our tribe
s moatte .d ns the leaves by the winds of
the autumn, and thoss who yot remain are
crownod with the frosts of the winter, The
white man did vot driveus from the rlun-
ant wigwams on Bunset Rock nor the villages
by the beautiful river. [ know not who they
ware, but they wore seut by the Great Spirit.
We wandered along the banks of the river
or climbed among the rocks of the mountalin,
and knew no other thought than happiness
until & white man came us.  Arinook,
the medicine man, had o daughter, She was
a8 falr as the raysof the sun and as| rous
the dew on the mountain flower, Bhe was
sought by the braves of the tribe, and they
would lny their trophies at her fest, and still

pung and fnnocent as the deer she would
h‘. among the rooks und none could fol-
low her. Bhe would push
the river and laugh the rapids into silence;
her song would ring out among the hills and
the rocks would answer back in melody. Bhe
was the good spirit of the tribe, and none
could ever die it she ministered to them,

A white man came, He was strong and
brave and nove could throw the tomahawk

whence he came, but as the shadows of the
days by he still was there and he won
the t at our sports to join the tribe, He

our brother, and as such we had to

hoard, and we feared that she would die,
Our white brother alone could cheer bor and
at his f »sho was glad, He told her of
bis far away aud her hoart was full of
Joy, but her fathe., the medicine man, an-

the waters beat against the rocks (the suck)
and with the song the Uherokees sing when
death is noar they clasped thoir hands, threw
themselves down into the river and were
never soen again, but I have often heard the
song whon the river was low, as the water
dashed against the rocks whero their bodies
lnin,

Hoon after this the Great Spirit showed
that be was disploased, the deer and the boar
could no humho fou
appoared. were large,
with ﬁ:u strength,  They could throw
great farther than the winds would car-
ry an arrow. On each sido of their head

horns, and thelr eyes were like
the cat and gleamed through the dark-
ness, They did not speak, but they would
I until the earth would tremble, and
came from thelr mouths, They wore
overywhere, aud in our councils the braves
could find no way to compoete with thess evil
ta. So wo gathered our women and our
« and our dogs and our tents and our
bows, and we wandered over the miountains
until wo came to the side of a river where
no moccasin had ever trafled, and here we
beseechod the Great Bpirit to lot us ablde.
My tribo and kindred wandered even further
and 1 alone am left; and soon 1, too, will
my fathers in the bappy hunting ground.
