in existence. The late Manrice Flynn,
best known to th world ne n New Yorl
politician, was the first man o have
confidence cnongh in the trolley wire to

romd. That rond was built in Richmond,
ml 11 wits watched closely by stroot ear
men adl over the country.  As soon as

of horse car lines with electricity were
bogun in every divection,

“The advantages possessd by eleetrie
transportution  over the old faslidoned
methods are wnny and inelade  eleanli-
vapkdity andd eonvenience, bnt in
the mind of the ('nl[lil.lh‘-t' who farmshos
the money for the operation, their econ-
omy is puramonnt to all other constdera-
tions,  The cable rowls are not in it
compared with the electrie lines, and 1
say this in the face of the fact that New
York is just beginning to use her ealilo
lines,  Dinay go fuether and make the
prodiction that iuside of five yveurs the
eable conduit in Broadway will he used
to earry an oleetrie cable from which
cleetricity will be taken by nnderground

trolleys, and the cars on Illualll\\u)' will
be i by electricity,

“1 do not thiuk, howeve T, that under- |

gronnd trolleys will be used very gen-
ernlly for soveral years. though in the
present era of constunt improvement ft
15 hird to make predictions for a longer
periodd thun half & decade, The great
difficulty at present lies in the fimpossi-
blity of making a dry contuet bhetween
the electrie eable nud the trolley under-
gronmd, It may be possiblo to nceoms-
plish this in Broadway, where the cable
conduit has already been lnid at enor-
mous expense, but the first cost of such
work will prohibit its introduction in
any but the very largest citics, where

the traffic is practically only limited by |

the capacity of the line.

“1 do not believe that the trolley will I

coon be supplanted by the storage bat-
tery, if ever. At least 10,000,000 have
been expended in experimenting with
stornge.  Not more than §100,000 worth
of storuge cars and storage machinery
are now being used, One of the greatest
difficulties in the use of storage butteries
80 fur has been what is known as bue-
kling of the plates in the battery, This
produces a short circnit and consequent
burning out of the motor. Then there
I8 8 great waste of power in charging
and dischariging the batteries. Theenrs
have to be very heavy, and necessarily
the power 1o move these heavy cars has
to e mueh grenter than that nesded to
move the lighter ears of the wolley sys-
temi. All these things tend to make the
storage systein so mnch more expensive
than the trolley us to make its adoption
gquite ont of the question. It is true that
the stornge svstemn has been greatly im-
proved in the last few years and can be
run much more economically now than
torierly, but the trolley systewn hus
also been improved quite as rapidly in
the dirvetion of economy, My idea is
thut the time will come when the enr-
rent will be earried i some way throngh
the rails and the gronnd,

line is considerably greater than that of
a horse car line, Sappose you have a
Sawdle ronte in oo city of 200,000, You
lay double tracks and therefors have 10
wiles of rails.
