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LINCOLN'S BANKS,

Taur Covmres this week publishes the
Aetailed statement of cvery bank in the
city, nutional and state, and we invite
the attention of our renders to the show
ing made,  In nn examination of the
figuren presonted, it should be borne in
mind that these statements were pro
pared at the close of the worst finaneinl
and business yveur Lincoln has ever ex
perienced, due to the general stringeney,
and that during the greater portion of
the yonr the Lineoln banks have been
subjectod ton very considerabile oxtra
atrain oceasionsd by the collapse of the
Capital National bank, brought ahout
by the colossal stealings of the rascal
Mosher. 1t was natural that the sus
pension of this bank should have had o
most projudicinl effect on the other in
stitutions, and we all know of the sus
picion and distrust thut were nwakened,
particulurly among the smaller bank
putrons.  Every bank in the eity had to
suffer for Mosher's monumental rascal
ity, and it wan only by a narrow margin
that u general panic  was  averted,
Money thus frightened out of the bunks
came bac' slowly, and with the burden
imposed by the prevailing dullness in
business the most  pronounced com
mercinl stagnation in many years, the
bunkse have had to contend with most
unfavorable conditions. But through.
out the entire year the banks have on
deavored to extend every possible fuciiity
to their patrons, and it is generally con
coded that they have pursued n liberal
aod public spirited policy in marked
contrast to the acticn of banking institu

tions in some of Lincoln's sister citios, |[Honorable W, F. Cody and some other

Tuhe banks in this city are most con-
sorvitively managed, and without
single exception they are solidly estub
lished. They nuve pussed through u
trying ordenl in such o manner us to
win the entire contidence of the public,
and they are deserving of the most
cordial support,

W ure pleased to observe that the
Journal very promptly advocated the
immediate orgunization of some central
distributing agency for chantable con-
tributions—uiter our suggestion on this
point. In  Bunduy's puper there s
timely article on the desirability of
Elder Howe und the charity organiza-
tion getting togethor with a view to
avolding confusion o the disposition ot
supplies for the reliof of the poor, und 1
8 to be hoped thut this desidorutum
may be wccomplished.

work his speciul study; he is thoroughly
practicul und he is entirely trustworthy.
The charity orgunization is doubtiess
doiug & good work; but in the present
emergency we ure of the opinion that it
would be for the best interests of all
concerned if Elder Howe were made the
chief collecting and distributing ageunt
in the city. At any rate there ought to
be & combinution of sowe sort, and, us
the Jouirnal says, “there is no excuse
for these two intluences working at cross

purposes.
