To ihe General Assembly of the State
of South Carolina: The memorial of
the Sonth Carelina Inter-State and
West Indian Exposition @ompany, &
.corporation dnly chartered under the
Jawe of the State of Sonth Carolina,
respectfally shows:

That heretofore the General Assem-
bly of this Statc by a concurrent reso-
lntion, adopted the 9th of Japuary,

“Resolved, “That the projected Ex-
position in the fall of 1901, at the
State’s motropolis, of ail industries and’
reseurces of the whole Stete. material
and otherwise, demands and deserves
the encoursgement and endorsement,
and also the active co-operation of
each and every citizen of the State who
has the welfare of the Commonwealth
at heart ”

Your memorialist farther sh.ws that
this encoursging decleration made, as
above stated, by the Legislative de-
partment of our State Government,
gave an immense impetus to the pro-
jeet of holding, within the limits of
Sonth Carclina, an Inter-State Exp--¢i-
tion, and the important enterprise was
goon thereafter inangursted uoder the
most suspicions circumstances. From
every portion of the State came cheer-
ing words of endorsement, and the
promise of co-operation and substan-
tial eid. The ecterprise was heralded
at home and abroad as & supreme ef
fort.of ‘eur people to place the Btate
npen the highest indastrial plane, snd
develop its immense dormant re-
sonrces.
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GRAIN CEOP STATISTICS.

Increase of Winter Wheat and Decrease
of Spring Wheat Crope.The Corn Crop
Oue nf the Four Largest Ever Produeed
in this Country.

Wasbington, Dec. 27.—The statis-
tician of the def?rtment of agriculture
eatimates the United BStates’ wheat
crop of 1900 at 522,329,505 bushels, tbe
sres actnally barvestcd being 42,495,
385 acres, and the average yield per
acre 12,29 bushels. The produstion of
winter wheat is estimated at 330,025,
409 busbels and that of spring wheat
at 172.204 096 bushels, the area actual-
Iy barvested being 26,233,897 acres in
the former case and 16,259,488 scres
in the latter. Winter wheat acreage
totally abandoned in Ohio, Michigan,
Indisna and Illinois is fimally placed
at 3,522,787 acres, and the spring wheat
acreage totally abandoned in North
Dakotaand South Dakotas at 1,793,457
-acres. The extraordinarily rapid rate
at which the winter wheat average of
Nebraska iv gaining tLpon the spring
wheat average of thet State bas neces-
sitated a special investigation of the
relative extent to whick the two va-
rieties were grown daring the past
year. The reault of the investigalion
is that, while no change iz called for'in
the total figures of the State, 590,575
scres bave been added to the winter
wheat colomn at the expense of the
epring variety..

The newly seeded ares of winter
wheat s estimated at 30,282,564 acres.
While this acreage is slightly greater
than that sown in the fall of 1899, as
estimated .at the time, it is 600,654
acresJess than the srea that was. ac-
tually sown, the discrepancy being due
- to-that remarkably rapid development
of winter wheat growing in Nebratka,
with which, as above stated, the de-
partment reperfs had failed to keep
puce, A cemparison of the newly
seeded acreage with that of the fall of-
| 1899 shows that of the elaver States
and Territories that sowed one million
acres or upward with winter wheat
one year ago, Pennsylvania, Missouri,
Kansas, Californis and Ok!ahoma re-
port an incresse amounting to 971,704
acres, and Ohio, Michigan, Indians,
Iiipai gs and 7Vennestee a de-

Afier
this, » charter will be secured, pay-
ment . f sabscriptions called for, snd
arrangements made to begin the pub-
lication of the psper.
In the prospectus Dr. Nesom says:
« *Thisis sent you in the hope that
&ou are a 1eader of sgricultaral litera-
tare, and stand ready {o encourage &
‘home enter} rise in the form of an up-
to-date jourua! devoted to the inter-
ests of 1ne fa ners and stocemen of
South Carolisa and the adjoining
States. it is vot the purpose of (his
letter to poirt cut the reasons why to-
day we have no modern farm paper in
this section, to which the farmers may
look for information cn subjects of
local and State interest on agricultural
lines, but to briefly vutline the plan by
which such publication may be had.
1t is 2 fair estimate to eay that four-
fifths of the people of Sonth Carclins
are in some way engaged in agricnitu-
ral purenit. With the great variety
of soil, climate and comditions from
the seashore to the mountains, avd the
production of almost every fleld »ud
srden crop ttat grows in the south,
esides considerable stock raising,
there is no reason why our agricultural
interests shon!d not equal or exceed
those of any other Atlantic State.
