THE TELEPHONE CASES.

Representative Gibson, Chairman of
the House Committee on Expenditures
in the Department of Justice, has re-
ceived replies from the Secretary ol
the Interior and the Attorney General
to the resolution of the conuuittee,
asking what wouey had been expend-
ed by their departments in the Pan
Electric and Bell Telephone cises. The
reply of the Secretary ot the Interior
savs that $35 for printing, vte., Wuas
the ouly money expended in his de-
partment. The Attorney General says
no money has Leen expeunded in his
departinent, but that counsel have
been retained tor prosecution of tne
Guvernment suit.  No mouey has yel
been paid these counsels.  Their nuines
have already been wmade public. The
resolution ander which the commitiee
is acling simply directs it to find oul
what moneys huve been expeuded by
the Government in the telephone
cases. The replies will be laid before
the committee at it next meeting.

MONEY IN TOBACCO.

The Remarkable Success of a Western
North Carolina Farmer.
( From the News and Courier.)

Asnevicrg, N. C., February 8.—It
is really remarkable how mueh money
wmay be realized trom the culiure o
tobacco under the best management.
Your correspondent has just had called
to his attention an illustraiion of ti-
fact. Mr. W. L. Sprinkle, a citizen of
Madison county, which udjoins Bau-
combz on the north, who lives withiu
a few miles of Marshall, the county
seat, bonght in 1570 three hundred
acres of land, on time, for $2,000.
Thi< lund it is said wounld not at thut
time produce more than ten bushels o1
grain to the acre. _

‘The purcha-er began the caliivation
of tobuceo on a small scale tor the firsl
twa years, having only 81,000 =apital
and ruising also the sapplics needed
for his funily.  As rapidly as he couid
get his money vut of tobaceo he sowed
his old fieids in grass, and they are
now sufliciently fertile to produce ex-
celtent qualities of the weed. Fu
five vears his crop of tobaceo has aver-
aged him 82,000 per anndm clear o3
expenses, nnd he has recently been
offeredd 10,000 for his twrmn.  This
not onlv skows that there is mouney for
the planter of tobaeco, but alsv prove-
that the weed, properly culiivated.
does not exhaeusi the soif, &s many ene-
wies of the product are in the habit ot
saving.  The plunter above spoken of
Lits made vne aere produce $508 worth
of tobaree, 2aud vn the old fields form-
erly sbaudoned and then by bis cfforts
aud mehods recluimed, he has pro-
daced the Jeaf that brooght 838 per
huindied pounds.

Lu sone sections near here the plan-
ters are brginning to sow the seed tor
the plants of the approaching seasou.
Mauv, however, think it too early el
for this work.

1ae Safe of the Claussen Brewery Ex-
ploded by Dynamite and Robbed of

Money and Valuables.

t'HArLESTON, S. C, February 12.—
“The enterprising burglar” hus  been
getting in some daring and suceessfol
work in Charieston Abont 2 vleluck
this morning the office of 1he Palmetto
or Clunssen Brewery was broken into,
the door of the fron sate blown open
with dydamite and 3690 in eash and
eirht dollars’ worth of postage stamps
stolen.

The robbers effected their entrance
into the office by breaking the transom
over a door opening into the yard.
Tiiree holes were drilled in the door of
the safe near the lock, into which was
placed a charge of dynamite. A fuse
was then inserted, which was evident-
Iv fired by the cracksmen at 4 sate dis-
tanee.

The explosion was heard several
blocks awav.  The policeman on daty
in the market, one square distant, ¥a<
startled by the noise, vut was evident-
Iv too slerpy to investigaie, inasmuch
as the robbery was not discovered
until the employ é: of the brewery came
to work at the usuul hour.

There is no clue to the perpetrators
of the erime, but it is supposed to have
been the work of the same gung who
have been operating in Atlanta and
Auzusta recently.

THE ST. LOUIS TRUNE MURDEE: .

The Corpse Identified by a Dentist who
Filled the Murdered Man's Teeth.
(Oakland (Cal.) Tribune.)

The solving of the 3t. Louis murder
mystery is abont to take place. 1t has
been di~puted by the insurance compi-
nies, with whom Prellar, the alleged
vietim of the above murder, was -
gnved, thut the dead body was that of
Prellar. The claimants of the insur-
ance money, to verify their claims,
have had the body disinterred and the
head severed, with a view to prove by
the teeth, which had at some time been
filled, that they possessed Prellar’s
head and thut Prellar was dead.  This
nethod of proof was suggested by the
finding among Prellar’s effects of a
receipted bill bearing date of March
29, 1878, setiing forth that certain
teeth in Prellar’s jaws had been filled
by Dr. E. T. Barnette, of Qukland, at
the time when Prellar was wvisiting
this State. A few duys ago, Dr. Bar-
nette received a letter from the claim-
ant’s lawyers, asking him whether he
perfornied certain dental work for
Prellar at the timc mentioned and
whether he conld identify his work.
Dr. Burnette in referring to his books
ot that date found the entry, aiso &
description of the work performed and.
has written a reply to that effect. The
case will binge upon Dr. Buarnette's
testimony and he expects to be sum-

Airing Beds.

Too much stress canuot be laid upon
the advisability of airing bedsthorough-
ly. To carclessness in this regard may
be attributed the close offensive odors
which frequently meet one, not alonc in
the homes of the poerer clusses, but in
the bedrooms of the high-priced hotels.
It is not enough to turn down the cov-
erings, only to draw them back half an
hour later.” The unsavory fact that the
body actually loses weight during a
night slumber shows clearly that more
vigorous methods of treatment than
these are required to free the hed cover-
ings of the exhalations from the sleepcr.
Counterpane, blankets, and sheets should
be stripped from the bed, well shaken,
and hung on two chairs to prevent
their gathering dust by resting on the
floor. The mattress should be half turn-
ed and propped against the foot-board,
80 as to allow the free access of sir to
both sides. Pillows and bolsters should
be beaten energetically. Then, even in
the bitterest weather, the windows
should be opened wide, if only for ten.
minutes, that the atmosphere of the
apartment may be completely changed.

Nor is this enough. Two or three
times a winter, oftener in summer, the
mattress should have half 2 day’s sun-
ning. The cotton-cloth mattress covers
mentioned before do much towards pro-
tecting the bedding from perspiration;
but even with this a thorough *‘sweet~
ening” in the sunshine is oceasionally
essential. This course should not be
followed with bolster or pillows. The
heat of the sun acting upon_the afiimal
grease in the feathers produces an un-
pleasant odor. The best method of
freshening pillows is to lay them on the
fresh turf in the shade. When thisis
out of the question let them be hung on
the c]n}hm— ine.

While the cusiom of keeping a guest
chamber always in readiness for chance
visitors has its advantages, there are
strong reasons against having the bed
prepared until just before itis to be oc-
cupied. There js 2 comfort about a
newly-made bed that disappears from
one left standing for weeks or even
days. ‘A dampness seems to gather

“about the sheets, a mustiness about the
blankets and bedding, that gives the oe-
cupantan unpleasant sunsation that the
couch has not been ‘})ropurl_\' aired, and.
awakens fears of colds. rheumatism, and
other fleshly ills.

A plentiful provision of extra covering
should always be prepared for the muest:
room. Many a visitor who dreads to
hurt the feclings of a hostess or is too
little athome In a house to ask for addi-
tional blankets has shivered all night in
a handsomely appointed chamber, or
been redneed to piling  his own gar-
ments upon the bed to secure the need-
ed heat. The silk or satin’ duvets
stuffed with cider-down are at once the
warmest and lightest of covers. But
when these cannot  be procured an ex-
ccllent substitute may be made of col-
ored cheese cloth, lined with cotton:
batting or French wool wadding. Very
pretty are those with _one side cardinal
red, the other light blue, the stuffing be-
tween being held in_place by tuits of
worsted to mateh. These are prefera.
ble to the heavy alleged “‘comfortables™
sold in stores.— Chizago Tribune.
