What ix Cheat?

There has been considerabie discus-
sion lately armong our furmerson ac-

{eount of the differing opinions asto

what chext wis and whether it wasa
separate and  Giatinet grain, or was
simply defective wheat.  As to what
it is and what was its origin is a ques-
tion upon which our best farmers
widely ditfvr. Some are ot the opiu-
fon that it is simply wheat which from
some cause fuiled to grow with the
regular grain, while others hold to the
opinion that it is a separate grain not
akin to wheat. The whole gunestion is
fully discussed by the botanist of the
United States Agricultural Depart-
ment in reply to a ictter from a large
grain grower of 1llinois, inquiring for
information in regard to it. The first
question asked by the correspondent
is whether wheat under any circun-
stances will change to cheat. To this
the botanist (in report of the Agricul-
tural Department of 1883) replies that
under no circumsiances will wheat
change to cheat.  To substantiate his
opinion the botanist says that why il
comes up se abundantly in wheat fields
is thal there is alwavs more or less
cheat growing in wheat fields and as a
necessary conscquence there is always
some growing from self-seeding.  As
a consequence of ils growing in wheat
fieldz, and being eut with the wheat,
there is always more or less cheat sced
in the wheat. It is a hardier plant
than the wheat and cold winters will
not kill it out, where it will completely
freeze out the wheat. It grows more

i vigorously and will “sloat out™ what

may Liave been left of the wvheat.

In reply to the question, what is
cheat? the botanist says that cheat-has
a well-known botanieal hame. It
belongs to the genus Bromus, and is
nearly related to the Fescue grass, and
is not closely related to any of the
common cereals.  There are abount
forty species of Bromus in diflerent

| parts of the world, and the specics

commonly known as cheat is Bromus
seeadinus.  The difference between
this specie and wheat is very great and
a change of one to the other wonld be
a great violation of the laws of nature,
and wouid be wirhont a paraliel cither
inthe animal or vegctable kingdom.
