THE END OF GEORGE MOORE.

Execution of & Negro who wasa Criminal
Here in Fairfield, and Did Worse in
Charlotte.

The Charlotte Qbserver gives the
particniars of the execution of George
Moore, convicted in June last of 2
criminal assault npon his own daugh-
ter.

A short time before the exceution

McManaway pastor of the Daptist
church, who had previously adminis-
tered to the spiritual wants of the con-
demned man, and on entering the jail
he proceeded to the cell in which the
prisoner was confined. The preacher
was zreeted by Moore in a cordial
manner, and the prisoner was cool
and collected. e was dressed in a
common suit of clothes, with a clean
shirt. He had cast his shoes aside,
and wore a clean white pair of stock-
ings on his feet. Ilis cast off clothing
was neatly bundled and stored away
in his ¢ell, and on his cot lay an open
Jible. To his ministerial visitor,
Moore stated that he had nothing
{further to say except that he was iu-

way a slip of brown paper upon which, |
in lead pencil, was written the follow- |
ing statement, which he requested to |

be published: (

“Cparcorte, N. C., July 2, 1885, |
“I, G. W. Moore, do hereby make 2 |
true statement of my life. My first
wroung act, according to the laws of|
God, was committed August 16, 1872. |
I took that which no man can give, |
but it was taken in self-defence. |
Secondly, in 1881, while in_public
business, I purchased stock ¢ parties
not belonging to them and was im-|
prisoned for the same, but was released |
by Major T. Woodward, of Fairfield, |
S. C. “Through all my ups and downs |
1 have tried to serve the Lord.
This last charge I am == -lear of as the
Angels in Heaven. Young and old,
beware of false slanders. Ibave given
up all to Christ. The 19th chapter of
Job, beginning at the 20th verse: <O,
ye false swearers and slanderers,
pause before it is too late.” |
“Yours in Christ, !
“(G. W. Moorge.”
After a few farther words between
the pastor and the prisoner, Sheriff
Griffith stepped forward and strapped
the prisoner’s arms securely, and then
Jed him around to the south corridor
to the gallows. Moore’s first glance
at the dangling noose cansed a per-
ceptible shudder to pass thongh his
frame, but he showed no signs of
emotion. He was assisted up the
steps leading to the platform by tue
sheriff and officer Boyte, and when
Moore felt the knot adjusted around
his neck, he asked to be permitted to
say a few words. lis voice was low,
but distinct, as he said: “I did not
want to say anything until the rope
was around my neck. You see where
I stand, and the” Loord knows I am
innocent of the charge for which I am
to die. An innocent man is to be
killed. I want you all to remember
that.” Moore then turned to Sberiff
Griffith and said: *“Now, Sheriff, do
your work.” The officer adjusted the
black cap over the prisoner’s head,
and then hurriedly descending from
the scaffoid, he picked up an axe. The
blade glittered in the air for a moment,
then fell upon the rope which sup
ported the trap. There was a sound
of tambling timbers, followed by a
dull thud, and George Moore’s body
was dangling in the air. The fall was
nearly six feet and the neck of the
condemned man was broken. The
body hung motionless, with the excep-
tion of the invariable twirling around,
and there were no contortions. The
drop fell at 11.05, and fifteen rinutes
lster Drs. Bratton and Byers pro-
nounced the man dead, but the body
was permitted to hang for thirty
minutes. At the expiration of that
{ime it was cut dowu, placed in a
coffin, and sent to the poor louse
burial grounds for interment.
The “first wrong act” referred to in
Mouore’s statement, was the killing of
his stepfather. Moore was sent (o the |
penitentiary, but was pardoned.
