The New York 77mes says that it is au
thorized to announce that the control of the
Baltimore aud Ghiorailroad has passed into
the hands of Alfred Sully, of New York.
Sully, it says, has a written contract by
virtue of which Fresident Robert Garrett
puts him in possession. In an article over
a column long the 77mes says:

““The possibilities of this néw control are
beyond estimation. By the acquirement of
the acyuirement of the Baltimore and Ohio
railroad— the one railway of the land that
has ever been considered out of the mar-
ket—Sully and his frieods become con-
trollers of what is probably the most ex-
tensive raflway system in the world. It
stretches from New York to zimost all
parts of the South and far into the West.
It includes the Central railroad of New
Jersey, the Philadelphia and Reading sys-
tem, the Richmond Terminal, the Rich-
mond and Danville properties, the East
Teaonessee, Virginia and Georgia lines, the
Central railroad of Georgia, and now, last
of all, the Baltimore and Ohio. Al of
these properties then are to be made one
great trunk line with 16,000 miles of track.
There is no longer to be any question ahout
Low the Baltimore and Olio road is to get
an entrance to New York. The Jersey
Central and Reading lines give that. The
control of the Baltimore and Ohio Express
and Telegraph Companies is included in
the transfer.”
