It professasa
desire to increase the usefulness of
our schools. =
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From Savings and Losm to Factory.

What is most needed in Winnsboro-
jast now is the inanguration of some
plan for the accumulation of capital.
Itis useless for us longer to discuss
the erection of a cotton factory. For
some reason, best known to those of
our citizens who are able to subscribe,
the scheme has failed to meet a favor-
able response. While it is not our
intention to ecriticise anybody, we
suggest that we need more capital and
more capitalists.

A popalar writer on Political Econ-
omy, in discussing the increase of
capital, says: ‘At every slep of its

progress capital follows oue law. It
arises solely out of saving. Ifstands

always for self-denial and abstinence.
At the beginning savings are mace
-slowly and psinfully; and the fifst
items of capital have 2 power in ex-
change corresponding to the difficulty
with which they are secured.”

A Savings and Loan Association
will furnish the machinery necessary
for the commaunity to operate under
this fixed law which capital follcws in
its accamulation.

The plan on which these associa-
tions are managed, without going into
detail, is abont as follows:

The “subscriber pays one dollar g
month for each share taken. These
aggregated monthly contributioms, as
soon-as paid in, are loaned on some
approved secarity at a legal rate of
interest. '

Associations are chartered torun a
limited number of years. at the expi-
ration of which time they go into
liguidation, and the assets are divided
among the stockholders. A young
man working on a smallsalary sab-
scribes five-shares. On the first of
each month he will be reguired, under
a penalty, to pay five dollars to the
Association. This wiil probably re-
quire the practice of self-denial anu
encourage a habit of economy. He
may have to smoke fewer cigareties
or have his supply of chewing guin
rednced, bat we ventare the predic-
tion that he will survive even these
hardships. This young man, at the
end of six vears, will have paid into
the Association threc hundred and
sinty dollars, and his five shares will
probably be worth five hundred dol-
lars!

QOur young man is now a capitalist
and his savings have become his capi-
tal.

Five hundred shares at the above
rate would accumulate capital to the
amount of 350,000, enough to build
the factory.

In additien to the benefit derived by
the stockholders from the collecting
together of savings, the monthly
loans would have atendency to stimu-
late business and civculate money.

As in Auimal Economy life de-
pends npon the circalation of blood,
so in Political Eeonomy life depends
upon the circulation of capital.
~ We can see no difficulty in the way
of the organization at an early day of
a Savings and Loan Association in
Winnsboro composed ot stockholders
not only from town but from the
county. And since the four Associa-
tions in Columbia have been urvable
to accommodate all wishing to sub-
scribe we invile our neighbors of the
capital toioin us. :

THE TRIALJUSTICE BILL.

The fellowing is the text of the trial
justice bill:
Secrox 1. Be if enacted by the
Senate and Ionse of Representatives
of the State of South Carolina, now
met and sitting in General Assembly
and by the aathoritv of the same,
That an Act entitled “*An Act to limit
the number of Trial Justices in Fair-
field County, fix their territorial jaris-
diction and provide for their compen-
sation, approved December 22ud,
1883, be and the same is hereby
amended by striking out the wholg of
sail Act after the enacting clanse and
jnserting the fellowing in lieu thereof,
so that said Act as amended shall read
as follows: “Section 1. That from and
after the passage ofthis Act the County
shall be divided into

Sgc. 3. That in all prosecations
triable by them, ceeh of said Trial
Justices shall have exciusive jurisdic-
tion within the limits of his own dis-
trict, and in prosecutions cognizable
by the Court of General Sessions they
bave jurisdiction throughopt said
county; Provided, Tuat prosecutions
may be removed frem one Trial Jus-
tice to another for the causes, andin
the manner now provided by law;
Provided, further, that nothing con-
tained in this Act shall be construed
{o interfere with the endorsing of
warrants by 2 Trial Justice in order
to anthorize their execution or with
the cxecation or service of warrants
and other papers in auy portion of
said county, ot with thejurisdiction of
two Trial Justices sitting together In
cases now provided by law.

‘tices shall receive as compensation for
his services, and inlien of all costs and
fees in criminal cases, the sum of
seventy-five dollars, except in district
seven where the salary of the Trial
Justice shall be two handred and fifty
dollars, and in the eighth district
where the salary of the Trial Justice
shall be one bundred dollars, and
except in the uinth district where the
salary of the Trial Justice shall be one
hundred and fifty dollars. All of said
salaries shall bec:me due and payable
guarteriy, upon tie warrant of the
Counaty Commissioners on the Connty
Treasuarer.

SEc. 5. That cach of said Trial Jus-
tices shall bz cntitled to appoint a
constable to serve and cxecule such
process as he may issué, and that each
of the said constables shall receive as
compensation for his services, and in
lieu of all costs and fees in criminal
cases, the sam of seventy-five dollars
per annum, except in the seventh dis-
trict where the salary of the constable
shall be one hundred and fifty dollars,
and in the eighth district where the
salary of the constable shall be one
hundred dollars, and in the ninth dis-
(rict where the salary of the constable
shall be onc hinndred and twenty-five
doliars. The salaries of said consta-
bles shell be payable annually, and in
like manner &s is provided iv the fore-
going scction for the payment of the
salaries of the Trial Justicss. Pro-
vided, however, that in all criminal
prosecutions cognizable by the Court
of Genersal Sessions, the Sheriff of the
County may be aunthorized {o serve
and execute process, and he shall re-
ceive therefor the same fees as are 10w
are hereafter may be allowed by law
for each service.

Sec. 6. That each of said Trial Jus-
tices shall ccllect and pay over to the
Counaty Treasurer of the County all
