AMr. D. K. XNo:ris, president of the
Karmers® Association of South Caro-
lina, has issued an address to the
farmers, in which le makes a review
of the situation and urges them to
keep up the fght, especially for ihe
agricultaral coliege. The article is
toe lonr to be pubiished in full, but
for the benefit of the furmers of the
connty we give a brief synopsis of its
salient features. e tells the fsrmers
that by their leaving th  homes ata
considerable expense to attend three
State conventions showed something
more than the capriciousness of pur-
pose. 3

The first of these conventions cou-
sidered many things, bat the second
narrowed its deliberations materially,
especially recommending a” separate
agricallural college, establishment of
an experimental station in couneeti:n
therewith; that the board.of agricul-
tore shonld be divorced from politics
and its members chosen by the Farm-
ers’ Association; that the bosrd mem-
bership shenld be inercased from five
to ten. The last convention merely
affirmed the above recemmendations.

The Sonth is immeasurabiy beiter
off. No such enormous amoauts are
held on our lands. We may bepoor; bat
we-are rich in comparison. These facts
have only to be brought to the-atten-
tion of the world and 2 tide of immi-
gration will low Southward and soon
cover the waste places and make them
blossom as & rose.

He then
reiterates the old charge that many
millions kave been extorted from the
farmers sinca Radical days, and that
appropriations are freely given to
every variety of puarpose, “from ice
ticketz to canal digging, from soap
aund towels and matches to gilding the
State Hounse, and from exira clerical
services to $136,000 in salaries.”

Mr. Norris further says: *“And yet
we are told that the State is too poor
to give the meagre sum of 350,000 to
commence to build up this institution
upon whioh the fariners were Legin-
ning to look as their Mecca.” He then
calls upon the farmers to stick togeth-
er, finoncially and politically, {o se-
cure to themselves that measure of the
States fostering care which their im-
portance deserve.

In concluding, he tells the Associa-
tion that leaders will arise who will
be peers of any who may oppose
them. He does not impugn the mo-
tives of the law-makers, but denies
that they bave superior wisdom about
matters which so nearly affect the
farmers’ interest.

It will be seen that Mr. Norris has
brought forth no new measures, but
simply reviews those schemes which
the-Legizlature has already consid-
ered, and which it seems {o us ought
to settle them for the present at least.
He asks the press to give publicity to
his address and for this reason we
publish his views.

Dickson’s, of Sparta, Ga., & triai with
my hybrid which resulted in favor of
wine, and afterwards I precured =
bnshel of Dicksou’s cluster, of Ox-
ford, Ga., and planted alot of 1f acres,
weil fertilized, expecting to realize
two bales of cotfon from it. It did
not grow very large, but I bad never
seen any cofton so filled with shapes
before. They were crowded up so
closeiy on short limbs that you conld
cover overfive or six shapes with yoar
open hand. A drowght commenced

fabout the 20ih of July, and before it

rained the stalks stopped growing,
shapes dried up and remained mwostly
on the limbs, so as to give 2 novel sight
to behold. I had it careiully picked
angd it made sbout 1,000 pounds. This
lot, after being planted every year
since in cotton, except one in wheat,
and manared mostly with cotton seed
and acid phosphate or some ammo-
riated fertilizer, reduced insize to 1f
acres, and manured with one sack of
Robson’s corn and cotton food, made
last vear (1887) 2,009 pourds, planted
withk Fercrkin seed.

I decided to give the cluster arother
triai and planted some lang, not many
vears cleared, with it, and about the
10th of Aungust (there being a
drought) the shapes dried up and re-
mained on the stalks so greatly that it

looked as if the field could have been

the farmers of South Carolira, in-

set on fire in many places. In a short
distance off I had a ifield planted with
my hybrid seed, which I thought
(witheut keeping an accurate account
of the vield of either) made near twice
as much per acre. The above lests,
from close observation induced me to
continue the planting of my hybrid
antil 1885, and I have said that if X
conld get no other seed but the cluster
I would discontinue the planting of
cotton, and instructed the hoe hands
to cutl up all similar staiks even where
the stand was imperfect, in order to
get clear of it.  Ou 2 sandy plantation
where the land is {reshly cleared and
on bottums, the vizld may be good in
a seasonable vear, but on hill lands
simiiar to mine with drought, would
be a failore. Let us bring reason to
bear and have a good cotton growing
in shape and form like the Peterkin or
my hybrid, planted in rows from 3 to
5% or 4 feet wide, according to fertility
of scil and thined in drill from 2 to 23
feet apart to get the sirength of the
soil, mauwure and summer rains, in
place of rows being in less width and
cotton left crowded in drill, asis gen-
erally done with thz buuch varieties,
and having 3 or 4 staliks to sapport
in place of one, isit4t0t reasonsble to

| suppose thaut one would grow large

limbs of good lengtlr and shapes from
2 {0 24 inches apart, so as one would
not retard the growing of the other,
retain its shapes end fruit much better
during a dvonght, ther® by having so
many crowded npon short limbs, so
ag one o take moisture from the other
and the eflort in the development of
fruit destroy wmost of them and be left
dried nup on the stalks. Observation
teaches that stalks generally mever
develop in fruit more than one-third
of the shapes, unless on fresh and
bottoin lands or a seasonable year.
About the 10th or 12th of July last, I
coanted 85 shapes on a Peterkin stalk,
but omitted to notice the development
of fruit. I don’t suppose after grow-
ing three times as 'large, it matared
over 30 bolli. I will in my next
article give my test trialas to the
vield of the Peterkin and my hybrid.

OUT PENALTY.

SEcTION 1. Be 1t enaeted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the State
of South Carolina, now met and sittiogin
General Assembly, and by the authority of
the same, That in all cases where unim-
proved land which hes not been upon the
tax boolks since the fiscal year commencing
Novembrr 1, 1875, and .which are not on
the forfeited list, shall at any time before
the 1st day of October, 1888, be returned to
the County Auditor for taxation, the said@
Auditor be, and he is hereby, instructed to
assess the same and to enter it upon the
dupiicate of the fiseal year commencing
No.ember 1, 1887, with the simple taxes
of that year.

SEc. 2. That all such lands as may be
returned to the Auditor for taxation be-
tweenthe first dayof October, 1888, and the
first day of October, 1889, shall be assessed
and charged with the simple taxes of the two
fiscal years commencing respectively on
the first day of November, 1857, and the
first day of Novewnber, 1838,

SEC. 3. That assocn as practicable after
the passage of ihis Act the Comptroller
General is directed to furnish acopy of the
same to cach Aunditorin the State, and the
Auditors are required to publish the same
in each of their County papers once a
week for three months” during the year
1888, and for the same period of time dur-
ing the year 1889; and the cost of such pub-
lication shail be paid by the County Treas-
urer, upon the crder of thé County Com-
missioners, out of the ordinary County tax
last collected. - .
