By
common proverb we bave’come to be-
lieve thatthere is nothing in a name,
and so parents sometimes present their
children for baptism regardless of the
namegiven them, and not thinking that
that particular titlewill be eitber a
hindrance or 2 help. Strange is-
take. You have no right to give to
your child & name that is lackiog
either in eupbony or in moral
meaning. It is a sin for you
to eall your child Jehoiakim or Tig-
lath-Pileser. Because you yourself may
have an exasperating name is no rea-
son why you should give it to those
who come after. But how often we
have seen some name, flled with jar-
gon, rattling down from generation to
generation, simply because someone a
long while ago happened to be afflicted
with it. Institutions and enterprises
have sometimes without sufficient de-
liberation taken their nomenclature.
Mighty destinies have been decided by
the significance of a name. There are
men who all their life long toil and
tussle to get over theinfluence of some
unfortunate name. While we may,
through right bebavior and Christian
demeanor, outlive the fact that we were
baptized by the name ofa despot, or
an infidel, ora cheat, how much bet-
« ter it would have been if we all could
‘have started life without any such en-
cumbrance. When I find theapesile,
in my text and in other parts of his
writing, breaking out in ascriptions of
admiration in regard to the nawme
of Jesus, I want to inguire what are
some of the characteristics of that ap-
pellation.

While saying good-
by to his hosts one evening he dropped
like 2 lo_ sxd them followed asuccession
of spasms. ievks end unconirollable mus-
cular moticas thatlasted for nearly three
weeks. The doctor had all he could do
to save the young man’s life, and it will
be months before he recovers anything
like his former Wrolth. Inquiry devel-
oped the fact that on the day of the at-
tack he had smoked forty of the poison-
ous pests. Now, if the nicotine stainsso
often seen on the fingers of a cigarette
smoker can so easily discolor the outside,
what must be the effect on the more deli-
cate membranes of the throat, lungs and
blood vessels. The truth is, more insidi-
ous harm is done to the system by the
indiscriminate and habitual smoking of
cigarettes than by the use of bad liquor.

Byron
wrote about “‘sublime tobacco,” but in-
dulged in its use only moderately.
Douglas Jerrold, Thackeray, Bayard
Taylor, Lord Lytton, Lord Houghton
and Campbell worked while pufing ci-
gars or pipes. Neither Washington
Irving nor Bryant used the weed in any
way. Coleridge, when cured of his
opium habit, took to snuff, and Prescott,
the historian, when limited by his physi-
cian to one cigar a day, drove all over
_Paris to buy the biggest one he could
find.
Pursiing the subject further from a
professivii.! point of view, the writer
asked Professor Mott what in his judg-
ment were the best means of avoiding
injury from the excessive use of the
weed? :

Nicotine takes its name
from Jean Nicot, whointroduced tobacco
into France'in 1360, and in its peisonous
power is scarcely inferior-to prussic acid.
Some tobaccos contain about 2 per cent.,
others 6, agd some nearly 7. It is rare,
however, that a hundred pounds 6f the
dry leaf yields more than sevén pounds
of nicotine. In smoking a hundred
grains of tobacco, therefore, say a quar-
ter of an ounce, it is possibic to draw
into the mouth two grains or more of the
most subtle of poisons, but the proportion
wiil vary with the variety, the rapidity
of smoking, the length of the pipe, the
material of which it is made, and other
circumstances.
“In most oriental countries where
smoking is a constant habit, the natives
use long stemmed pipes in whick the
leaf burns slowly, added to which isa
bowl containing perfumed water, or
other liquid, through which the smoke
passes, leaving behind a part of its pois-
onous vaper. The reservoirs of some of
the German pipes are death traps, be-
cause they retain the grosser portiens o
the tobacco, while the cigar discharge-
directly into the mouth all that results
from the combustion of the weed. You
will understand, therefore, that a good
pipe should be porous, like the Powha-
tan clay or corncob, with an ample
bowl that permits frequent cleaning;and
with along stem of absorbent quality
