O.hers had grain, but
their's was ecxceptiopally good, and
the fields fenced in. A great deal of
work is being done, dud really their is
more evidence of life along the road
than in town.

Near Mr. J. H. Xennedy’s we
noticed a cottou press and truck which
we were requested to note in public
print, but saw one of the County Com-
missioners’ several weeks ago and re-
quested him in person, which is
preferable, to have it moved.

He is only clerk for tbe
hoard, and as such is required by law
te nolify all persons of the change
made by (he board, and they can ap-
pear before eaid board and show cause,
if auy, why these changes should not
be made. The Auditer has no juris-
diction in the matter whatever.

We would furthermore rtate that
quite & unmber of taxpayers have
failed as vet fo make returns of both
personal and real estate and a large
pambar of polls bhave not yet been
returned. There are some circumstances
under which the Auditor may jel
receive returns without addi:g the
fifty per cent penalty. The timeis
near at hand when the tax duplicaie
has to ba written up and the Aunditor
is required by lay to write up all
property on old duplicate for which
no retarn bas been made this year,
and add thereto fifly per cent penslty.

A VALUABLE HISTORICAL RELIC.

Happening in the Winusboro Na-
tional Bauk a few days ago, we noticed
a dark, burly-looking slab, which,
frem its appearance, might be taken
for lignum vit® or some otber very
hard wood, except that it was bariy.
Upon inquiry we found that it had a
history connected with it, and very
naturally we were curious to know
what the history was. The following
paper was found amongst some of the
papers belonging to the subscriber
who had died some years previous to
the finding of this bit of history.

The eiege of Derry i0ok place in
1688-9 in Ireland. The Cuthelics had
the Protestants besieged in a fort at
Derry and this identical oak elab was
in use at the time of the stege. ‘I'he
history explains itself:

BLACK CAK SLAB —SECTION ACROSS THE
ROOT JUST BELOW THE SURFACE OF
THE GROUND.

Previous to 1688 — Lorraine, of
Spain, settled inthe North ot Ireland,
and married a Miss Jackson, whose
mother was s Morris, and was in
Derry when besieged in 1688-9. One
branch of the Morris family changed
the name to Hamilton to secure an
estate.

The voung men of Enniskillen raised
1 volunteer corps ot horse, and Capt.
Juckson, brother of Miss Jackson
above named, led them at the Battle of
the Boyne.

Morris (or Humiltou, of Mcunt Joy
Castle, County Tyrone,) an officer (of
what grade 1'do not know) with his
trrops near Derry sent for his wife aund
infuntand directed that his plate, &c ,
should be buried. It was put ina
large pol covered with the osk slab
aforesaid. (She was batrayed by &
favorite servant, but escaped while
they were Stqwhing the premises.
While on the journey afoot, ancther
servant made shoes or sandsls for her
of a leather apron, her shoes having
worn out.) On retarn of peace. Mor-
ris had tbe slab made into a table,
which decended to me throagh my
mother, duughter of Hugh Crawferd,
who married Mary Lorraine, of the
Lorraine-Morris family above.
