MAJ. WOCDWARD AND HIS BIRDS.

“()ur man about town” has bad in
view a trip te Msj. T. W. Woodward’s
for some time to see his Mongoiian
pheasants and learn ef them as well as
bis incubator aad his chickens. Ac-
cordingly about 10.30 o’clock Friday
morning, in company with Dr. R. C.
Avnett, the trip was made. Ouratuten-
tiun was first riveied, we worll say,
on the sight of the young chickens
inside of a small wire netting enclo-
sure, but as the Major wanted us to
sve the pheasauts first we proceeded
toward the ceop where they were.
The cock is a beautiful bird, as rich in
plumsge as a peacock, with a long
flowing tail and bright red feathers on
the side of the head; the hens resem-
ble a partridge very much in appear-
auce and are smaller than the cock.

In 1882 General Denny, cousulto
Chiua, procured twentyZone beas and
afew cscks and sent them to Oregen.
He got them at Shangbai, China. A
law pretacting themn for ten years was
passed by the Legislatare of Oregon,
and today the State of Oregon and the
State of Washington are abounding in
these rare game bitds. Major Weod-
ward got such a law pa-sed at the last
Legislature, anl his idea is to first
stock Fairfic.d county and then he
bopes the State will be stocked. He
has about thirty-six eggs which Le
proposes to hatch in the incabator, and
says he will stock the county if he has
te send 10 Ovegon and get the birds
and tura them loose.

The Major-10'd **«ur wman” that he
wanted bimto say to the public that
he thonght it was a goed thing to huve
something fer the people to ran after
besides Tillman, and emphasized the
request. These birds cawe frot Ore-
gon, snd the Mujor thinks they will do
gs well, if not better, here in our
county.

Daring the izterview, the Major said
h: hal an order Irom Texas for red
foxes; that he can exchange them for
inile-eared rubbits, and will buy all
the young red foxes that are brought
to him. Seif any one has any yoang
red foxes, let them take them to the
Major.
~ The sight which wounld fill a Methe-
dist preacher’s heart with joy was the
voung chickers. In one pen there
were 118 chickens. apparently abont
one month old. They would come to
the call of the Major as read Iy asto
the cluckicg of a hen. It was a ncvel
sight. They were in what is called a
brooder, which is nothing more than a
small house, which has an inclined
walk for them to go up on. It hastwo
apsrtments, the upper one covered
with glass tu give light. At night they
all go in and get nnder a curtain which
protects them a3 does the wings of a
hen. The door is then closed and they
are in bed for the night. We went
then to the basement of the house
where the young chicks are being
hatched out iu the incubator. While
there we saw several just bresking the
shell. The Major was assisting them,
and we were struck with the motherly
care exhibited by bim. It is hardly
pessible to give & correct and detailed
description of the internal construec-
ion of the incubator, but a general
idea will suffice.

The incubator has two apartments,
like shelves, one above the other. The
ecgs are placed in boxes aboul one
inch deep, and water in pans is placed
beneath the eggs te keep the almoe-
phere frem bec ming too dry. The
lamp is on the outeide, and 8 water
vessel is constructed on the lamp, sud
g continunous fluw of water in pipes
pasces over the eggs all the time. It
never stops, bnt makes a continuons
trip from the lamp through the incu-
bator and back to the lamp. There is
a heat escape, or safety valve as it
were, which works antomatically.
When the heat becemes too greata
dawper is raisod and the heat goes vul
the chimney instead of going into the
incabator.

The temperature must be 103 de-

grees all the time, and thoy hatcha
chicken inexactly twenty-one days, the
same time consumed by ahen. We
saw over 200 motherless chickens, and
they were finer than those in the yard
which had a mother. When they are
hatched ont they remaia in the incuba-
tor twenty-fonr bours and then are
taken to the brooder. -

This is not only an interesting but a
profitable enterprise, and a trip to the
home of Major Woodward will ba
welcomed by him and will be greatly
enjored by all whe will 2vail them:
gelves of so pleasant a visit as we had
on this cccasion. We will be on hand
again, Major, and will the
madam and the chaps.
