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DISPENSARY FRUITS.

Another human being has lost his
life as an ontcome of the dispepsary
law, and the circumstances attending
the killing are worse than any of the
many diabolical decds directly trace-
able to this abominable law. Itwould
seem that' the people of this State
wonld bave revolted asa unit against
the use of the name of the State as 3
vendor of liquor. A patriotic people,
under normal conditions, would have
resented such degrading of the dignity
of the Stale, and we believe that when
they shall bave returned to their intel-
ligent and conservative senses, they
will stamp out the law. It invited cor-
ruption, and from its incipiency cor-
ruption, moral and political debanch-
ery, tyranny and bloodshed have ac-
companied 1ts enforcement.

The circumstances of the killing of
Turner in Spartanburg are enough fo
make the blood of liberty-loviag peo-
ole boil, and demand revesge. It
ought to cause the people to rise in a
mass, and demand that this thing shall
stop. As to the facts of this homicide,
the accounts published in the papers all
agree in the material points. Detec-
tive Newbole and Constable Howie
were sent by Governor Ellerbe to make
s tour through Spartanbarg and Green-
ville. These dispensary cocstables
were camped about two or three miles
from Spartanburg City. Turner, 3
sober, indastrious, law-abiding, peace-
able and highly respected farmer, a
deacon in the Baptist Charch, and a
friend were in a boggy to take the
train for Columbia. Turner wsas on
his way to the Cotton Growers Con-
vention, certainly a peaceable and
praiseworthy mission. " Here in his
own neighberhood, in the public high-
way, these officers demanded that he
halt, and natorally he drove on, ex-
actly what he onght to have done, be-
cause they were strangers to him, -and
kow did he know bnt what their ob-
ject was robbery? Turner, as a sensi-
ble man, could bave done eifher of two
things—fired on his assailants or
moved on faster. Newbole claims that
the gun went off accidently. We do
not propose to discuss that. He will
be tried. and we shall leave to ajury to
pass upon the guestion. What we want
1o impress upon our people, is that this
killing illn:trates the danger of the
dispensary law. Hasit come to pass
that oar farmers cannot drive about
their neighborhoods on peaceable mis-
sions without the risk of being shot
down on the public highways by men
under the pretense of enforcing the
law? This was done in Spartanburg,
but it might have happencd in Fair-
field. It bas happened tc an industrious
and thrifty farmer in one of our sister
connties, a man standing high in his
charch, to & man having nothing about
him to excite the suspicions of the con-
stables. It might have been one of the
best citizens in Fairfield. It is possi-
ble that the pecple endure a law
which gives even the color of legal
suthority to an officer, without a war-
rant, to step from ambush on the public
roads, and demand that those passing
shall halt, and if the command is  dis-
obeyed, death shall be  the penally?
Away, away with it! Under soch 2
system, no man’s life is safe. A far-
mer may come to Winnsboro to-mor-
row, apd start back home to-morrow
night. While vn a lonely road, he
may hear a voice calling to fhim:
Hait.” What ishe to do? We confess
under the strapge order of things in
these strange times, it is hard to say
what he onght to do. If bis assailant
is & dispensary constable, if he does
not halt, he loses his life. If his as-
sailant is a highway robber, a halt
may mean death. The unfortunate
tragedy in Spartanburg should make
the people reflect seriomsly, and we
agree with the Headlight that they

ghonld speak so that the State authori-
ties will have no doubt as to their
mesning. Let’s end this business. It
has cost far too much, already.

TaE State Board of Centrol is slarm-
ed that receipts in the dispensaries are
beginning to fall off so heavily, and it
is about to ask Governor Ellerbe to re-
establish the constabnlary. The Board
pretends to believe that the falling off
is due to the unlawful sales made by
blind tigers and original packages.
This ground is hardly tenable, and a
thorongh investigation would skow
that there are no more blird tigers
now than when ibe constables were re
moved. We doubt seriously if there
are as many tigers now as at the time
of the abolition of the constabulary
force. Again we do pot believe that
the shrinkage in receipts is due to un-
lawfal sales by origiral packages.
The Board pratends to believe that the
original packsges are selling by the
drink ovor the counter, apd that this
is done at2plr  Surely this cannot be
true 1. ~gical packages know that
there » - > mach risk in managing
their bu iwessip ihis way. Theykoow
that they wouid lose heavily, and end
their business. The dispensary is weak
with the people and they are patron-
izing the original packages in the law-
ful sale of liguor, and that’s what is
br ‘ing the receipts.

The re-establishment of the constab-
nlary would Lasten the end of arapidly
Cecaying structare.

ANOTHER STEP TOWARDS CONBOLI-
DATION.

—_—

The yellow fever epidewnic bas pro-
daced a great deal of discnseion on the
guestion whether or not the Federal
Government shonld take entire charge
and control of the guarantine of the
country. Surgeon General Wyman
advises that the National Government
should have fall charge of the mari-
time quarantipe. Inan article io the
November Forum, he says ‘“with re-
ference to Marine Hospital Service—
which now has th: administration of
the pational quarantine law—that no
branch of the Federal Government is
freer from ulterior and political in-
flnences.” This may all be tiue, but
reasoning from the history of otber
branches of the Government, it is likely
that a national quaraniine sysiem
wonld soon be isfinenced by politics.
The founders of the Government ex-
pected the electors chosen by the States
o choose the President frcm the emi-
pent and distinguished citizens of the
Republic, but in the courss of time po-
litical parties made nominations acd
pledged electors to support them.
Senator Caffery, of Louisiana, goes
farther than Surgeon General Wymsn.
He will introduce a bill to put the Fed-
eral Government in entire control of
the quarantine system of the country.
While it msy be true that the scheme
wonld be more effective in preserving
the public health, it is adding another
dangerous precedent to the ‘long list
that have a tendency to obliterate State
lines and consolidate all power at
Washington. We believe in the good
old theory that States and communi-
ties shorld be left to govern themselves,
just as far as possible, withont any ont-
side interference. One step towards
centralization at Washington always
means another. Give the Federal
Government control of the guarantine
system and it will take coantrol of other
things, which properly belong to the
local authorities. The danger i3 that
nobody knows where it will all end.
The National Government has enough
power now.

GEN. GLADDEN’S PORTRAIT.

Recalls a Distinguished Son of Fairfield:
In the following account of the
recent presenfation of a portrait of
Gen. Gladdeu to the Danghters of the
Confederacy a short eketch of the life
of the General who was & mnative of
Fairfield and s bero of two wars is
given. The Columbia State says:

Yesterday a portralt was presented
to the Danghters of the Confederacy
through the State historian, In his
letter to Mrs. B. W. Taylor, vice
president of the local chapter, that
official says:

“In bebalf of Mr. William Lykes
and his wife, nee Miss Powell, the
niece of the late General Giaddeu, it
is my privilege to presenr, through
you to the Columbia Chapter of the
Davghters of the Confederacy a por-
trait of that distingnished Confederaste
officer, a8-hie appears in his uniform.
A. H. Gladden was a native of Fair-
field. .As major of the Palmetto regi-
ment, in the war with Mexico, he had
“g place in the picture vear the flasb-
ing of the guus.” Havinz succeeded
to the command of the regimeui after
the fall of Col. Butler and Lient. Col.
Dickinson, and it was Col. Giadden
who lcd the Palmetto regiment in tbe
final assanit of our troops upou the
“City of the Montezamas” when, by
order of Gen. Quitman, Lieat. Scl-
leck, of the South Carolins regiment,
planted the Palmetto flag on tue Garita
dejBelex. as a signal to the wiole armr

that the gates of the city were in the

hands of Gen. Winfield Scott, the
American commander. On that day
Col. Gladden bore himself with marked
intrepidity as he had previously done
at Contreras and at Cherombusco. Re-
tarning home with the honors of war
and the scars of the soldier, he served
for a lime as an officer at the South
Carolica college. Subsequently Col.
Gladden moved to New Orleans in
order to improve his fortunes. He
prospered in business.

When the war between the States
came on, he promptly responded to
the call of Louisiana, his adopted
State, and entered the service of the
Confederacy. His Covnfederate career
was short bat brilliznt. As brigadier
general, he feli at Shiloh, at the bead
of his brigade, sharing the fate of that
matchless hero, Albert Sidney John-
ston. General Gladden was thus the
hero of two wars—the contribntion of
Sonth Carolina, first to the United
States, aad nest to the Coufederate
Siates. The portrait of such a man
will, I am sure, be prized by the pa-
triotic “Danghters of the Confederacy”
to whom my friends, in a publicspirif,
worthy of imitation, have commi:-
sioned me to encrust it.

Be plessad to receive it, at my
hands, Mr. snd M:s. William Lykes
of Richland County.

In behelf of the Columbis Chapter
of the Daughters of the Confederacy,
Iaccept with pride and pleasure the
portrait of a Son‘h Carolina son of the
late Confederacy. The portrait of the
hero of the Paimetio regimen® and of
the field of Shiloh will be prized by
our chapter, and it wiil be preserved
1 an honored place.

Be pleased o convey lo Mr. aud
Mrs. William Lykes oar appreciation
of their valued gift. It was to receive
smch souvenirs that our socicly was
orzanized.

The portrait of General Gladden
will ce on exhibition at the booth of
the Daughters of the Confederacy zt
the fair groands; later, it will hanZ
apon ths wails of the musenm of
Confederate relizs at the South Caro-
lina college.

IS NEWBOLD HERE.

Ex-Constable Stevenson and a Buggy
Figure in the Story--Chief Daly's Belief.

At 10.50 o’clock last night the chief
of police stated that he was convinced
thorenzhly that w. H. Newbold, the
slayer of Mr. Turner of Spartanburg,
was in Columbia. But he has been
unable to locate him. He said that
he had located and had seen his valise.
Ex-Constable Stevenson of Winnsboro
is here, and toZseveral he stated that
Newhold was here and was williog to
surrender to the governor provideé’ he
wonld not have to be taken back to
Spartanburg  just now. Governor
Ellerbe at 2'o’clock, although Steven-
son was said to have called upon bhim
prior to that time, told a representa-
tive ot The State that he had heard
nothing of the matler;and koew noth-
ing of it. Last night he made the
statement that he had nothing for
publication

Chief Daly, when geen lasi might
freely t.1d what ke knew about the
matter. At 8.830 o’clock yesterday
morning the chief received a telegram
from the chief of police at Winnsboro,
telling bim thas Stevenmson, Newbold
and one other man had left Winnsboro
in a buggy bound for Colambia.
Chief Daly at once sent a man cut to
take position on each of the roads by
which the team could enter the city.
They got there too late. Chief Daly
then cave around on the Avsenal bhill
belt line of .the electric railway. As
the car was cowing down from the
executive manzion he saw a buggy
drawn by two mules and at once
spotted it as that for which he was
looking. It torped inio Assembly
gtreet. The chief got out at the corner
of Plain street, and going up to the
livery stables soon found that the
buggy had been lefl there by Steven-
son. The chiet foilowed Stevenson
dowa street for & couple of blecks and
finally accosted him jand told him of
the message Le had received. Obleven-
son admitted that he bad brought
Newbold Lere, but declined {o tell the
chief where he was. The chief says
that Stevenson told him that {Newbold
being an officer of the State did not
care to bz arrested;and thus muke the
State pay the reward [offered. Agaiz,
Newbold did not wish to be taken to
Spart+nbarg, but desired to surrender
quietly to the governor and be placed
in the penitentiary “‘for safe keeping.”
He wouid be able to give his bond.
The third man in the party seems (o
be a York ccunaty cfficer of some kind
who is remaining with Newbold
wherever he is. Atter Mr. Stevenson
communicated with the governor, it
was stated that there was a legal
question in the way of putting New-
bold into the penitentiary in case of
his snrrender to the governor. It is
gaid that should he surrender to
auother than the skeriff of Sparlan-
burg, thut county can claim him. If
he wasnot in the bands of ihe Spar-
tanburg sheriff when the request was
made to place him in the State peni-
{entiary, then USpartanburg county
would not be r:sponsible for his board
bill at the State prison. Chief Daly
understands that the sberiff of Spar-
tanburg was asked by wire to come
here, and is expected lo arrive this
morping.

This was the etatus last night so far
as conld be ascertained from the chief
and those_with whom Mr. Stevenson
bad talked about the matter. At 9
p. m. Gov. Ellerbe was asked what he

bad to say aboat (he matter, be having | §

promised to telephone concerning
anything that transpired, snd having
failed to do so. His reply was that he
Lad nothing for publication last night.
In the meantime Newbold, if he is in
Colnmbia at all, was_remaining in his
place of hiding, and Mr. Stevenson
was not communicating with him un-
less through a second or third person.

The story told by those who seem
to kaow something about the affair is
to the effect that Newbo'd, with a
friend, went to Mr. Stevenson’s hoa-e
in Winnsboro on Satarday night, and
told Mr. Stevenson that he wisbed
him to come to Columbia with him.
He is reputied to have told Mr. Steven-
son that he, being au officer of the
State, preferred to surrender to the
governor, aind wished the procluma-
tion offering a reward annuiled.
Again he did u>t wish to sarronder
ar:iil the graoe jury in Spur: .buarg
ha: been discha ged for this term of
court.
