Dbtaiued a complete list of the faini
lies afflicted with scarlet fever, and
rillstrictly enforce his orders.
The parents should promptly co-
operate with the authorities, so that
further danger may be averted so
Su* as the schools are concerned.

OTHER SUIUE< TS.

All pupils who are not on the
eensns roll of last June will be re-
quired to have a certificate of ad-
mission front District Clerk James
GJBoyh? before they can be admit
led to the school. TJiis certificate
can be obtained by non-resident
pupils by the payment of the re-
(piined tnition charges, and by oth-
ers if they substantiate a claim of
bona fide residence in the district.
