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Spokane Fruit Fair.

The next annual fruit fair will be
held at Spokane October sth to 17th,
under the management of H. Bolstcf.
From past experiences the publ.lc
may rest assured that this fair will
again be a success. The methods of
conducting the fairs at this place
are based upon principles which
should characterize every gather-
ing of this kind where they are held.
In the first place a location is select-
ed where people gathei: then pro-
vision is made so that all feeling in
any way inclined will attend. These
fairs are also an eftective attraction
for any outside points.

—

Northern Pacific Fruit Trains.
No doubt General Freight Agent
S. L. Moore of the Northern Pacific
was surprised when it was found
. that 22 cars would make up one of
the bi-weekly fruit trains inaugur-
ated last month, Three years ago
Mr. Moore showed his interest in
the development of the fruit indus-
try for the Pacific Northwest by
coming out to our fruit conventions,
which annual gatherings he has
since attended. Both special car
and train service were promised
as soon as our section would coms
mand their use, and the result of
this year proves that developments
ate being made to exceed all ex~
pectations both as regards the crop
and the manner of handling it.

Orcas Island Fruits.

The large young prune orchards
on Orcas Island, Washington, have
yielded their first large crop this
year. E. L. Von Gohren, ex-mem-
ber of the board of horticulture, is
manager of two large places. One,
the Peters place, contains 4,000
trees, of which 1,600 are prune trees,
and ot these 1,200 have been out
seven years, now producing a heavy
crop. A large evaporator is being
erected to cure the crop. The qual-
ity of the prunes so far is good and
fair prices are anticipated for the
fruit when . evaporated. This has
been rather an oft year for the apple
crop on the island; trees are not
so heavily loaded as it was thought
they would be whenin blossom last
spring.

Wheat In The Big Bend.

The Big Bend country, whicn is
the pioneer stock range of Wash~
ington, is rapidly becoming one ot
its important granaries. Its vast
ranges of hill and dale are covered
with great fields of grain and the
hum of the header, thresher and
combined reaper and seperator
is heard throughout a land which
but a few years ago was considered
adapted only to stock-raising. The
agricultural possibilities of this
couutry, for wheat, fruit and stock,
are great. The finest fruits are
grown along the Columbia river;
the best wheat in Lincoln, and the
stock in Douglas counties. In Lin~
coln county the increased acreage
in wheat is from 25 to 100 per cent,
and the receipts probably 500 per
cent above what they have ever
been before. It is stated that one
million acres, of which at least half
is in wheat, is under cultivation in
this county.

The grain buyers are inclined to
be very conservative as to the yield,
but admit that at least three million
bushels of wheat will be marketed
at the various stations along the
line of the Central Washington in
Lincoln county, apportioned about
as follows: Reardan, 400,000 bush-~
els; Mondovi, 225,000 bushels; Dav~
enport, 800,000 bushels; Creston,
250,000 bushels: Wilbur, goo,00
bushels; Almira, 250,090 bushels;
Hartline, 100,000 bushels. The
county assessor and well informed
persons claim that the wheat yield
of the county will be five million
bushels and upward. In any event
there will be money enough received
from the sale of the wheat crop this
season to pay off every real estate
mortgage and every other kind of
personal indebtedness in the county
and leave a handsome balance. And
while little money has actually pass-
ed hands yet, confidence is fully re-
stored, and everybody appears flush
and happy.
