the stern lines of his lean fentures, His
manner has the ense and affibility of a true
gentleman, without the Jeast sssumption of
bauteur. I looked on him Jong and stead-
fly, and should say that simplicity and hon-
esty of purpose, with a certain reserved
force, were the distingishing marks of his
characier. While I spoke with him I no-
ticed the sound of his voice, which hinspone
of the Western ronghness which his fellow
countrymen and brelberen at the Bouth
give him credit for. Mrs. Lincoln stood
near talking with a party of Iadies and
gentlemen. The beaoty of her arme and
shouldersattracted my attentention. They
wers very white and polished ns marble.—
She wore & handsome brocade, of Marie
Louisie blue, demi-irain, and a head dress
of white Mnrabout festhers, tipped with
blue. Her ornaments were pearls. She
has & ladylike demeanor, and 1 should sny,
in & woman of keen and docided charncter.
Her mannor was very friendly aod checrful
to everybody, nud she was much intereated
while Iu:ld herof the preparations going
