Three Cents a Mile.

The Three Cents a Mile bill
passed by the special session of
the last Legislature, went into ef-
fect August 4, and the diﬁerent
railroads ing in H
have all gotten out new passenger
rates conformable thereto. The
Houston and Texas Central hal
potten ont & very neat tariff in |10
book form, the other roads in the
usual form on rate sheets. The
instructions accompanying the new
toriff of the Houston and Texas
Central are, that “no loeal half-fare |
tickets shall be sold, children of

five years of age or uuder g0 ﬁ'ee.
All persons over five years of nge | ©
eharged full fare. Exeept to poiuts
in Texas and Mexico the same
rales for selling coupon tickets
| will apply now as in the past, that
is, ehildren under five years of age
go free, between five and twelve
years of age, half fare; twelve
years or over, full fare: o points
in Texas or Mexico the same rule
will now apply as for local busi-
ness. Kxact change is to bé made
on the Central road in the sale of
tickets, and to accomplish this the
road will place coppers in circula- |
tion of the denomination of 1, 2
and 3 cents. All half-fare, milmge
and local excursion tickets are to
be called in and no more passes
issued. The roles are about the
same as those adopted by other
roads, except that the Southern
Pacifie, including the Galveston,
Harrisburg and San Antonio, Tex-
as and New Orleans and Lonisiana
Western have computed their fare
in every change to conform to the
denominational money now in_ eir-
culation. The shutting out of the
free pass system to secure busi-
ness, and to atate officers and pub-
lie institutions, will iu itself create
a source of revenue that will al-
most connterbalance the reduetion
of the 2 cents a mile on passenger
business, outside of the fact of
doing away with the half-fare tick-
ets, except for children under five
years n“ age.
