A n  A m e n d m e n t .

As we anticipated, the Republicans 
and negroes in this State are reeolved to 
make a big fight against the suffrage 
amendment, and any ballot box law that 
ia calculated to eliminate the ignorant 
and vicious paupers from our elections. 
Judge Taylor Beattie and Gen. W. J. 
Behan, two of the chief white leaders of 
the Republican party, have issued an 
edict condemning the amendment and 
calling upon the Republicans to vote 
against it. Thus we find that all the hue 
and cry of the Republicans, white and 
black, for free and fair and honest elec­
tions, for the purity of the ballot box, 
etc., has been the veriest bosh, and that 
all they meant waa that everything with 
two legs, outside of the penitentiary, be 
he the most brutal and ignorant negro 
oi white vagabond or freshly imported 
pauper or escaped convict from’Europe, 
shall be permitted to exercise the fran­
chise in Louisiana and influence our 
elections. And there is another element 
hostile to the amendment, and tha t ia 
the ward heelers and strikers, whose 
bread and butter ia in politics and who, 
so soon as the franchise ia expurgated 
and corruption banished from our elec­
tions, will be left without a vocation. 
Indeed, look where we may, it wilt bo 
found that opposition to the suffrage 
amendment and ballot reform is inspired 
by sinister motives and emanates from 
the very elements it is desired to elimi­
nate from the control of our elections.

Indeed, the very strongest arguments 
in favor of the two measures is the hos- 
tilitiy of the Republicans, negroes and 
ringstera to them. They are both Dem­
ocratic measures. The amendment waa 
formulated by a committee of Democrats 
and submitted to the people by a Demo­
cratic Legislature. I t is in every sense a 
Democratic measure, and every Demo­
crat should stand by it. Ab for the bal­
lot reform, that is a movement that em­
ulated from Democrats of the most pro­
nounced stripe, and the object of the two 
measures is that, each supplementing 
the other, will give us honest elections, 
if the people are in the least fit for self- 
government, means able aud efficient 
representatives in both houses of the 
Legislature, a clean aud incorruptable 
municipal government and honest and 
efficient administration of the criminal 
lawa.

Under the amendment aud a sound 
ballot law uo man worthy to vote, fit to 
exercise the right of a free man aud to 
walk among mon, will be deprived of any 
privilege. A man can never grow too old 
to master enough learning to meet the 
educational qualification required ; and 
any such man, if lie does not take to 
‘hook larnin,” can in a few years ac­

cumulate the amount of property re­
quired. There ure plenty of men of 
course who will never leurn to read, and 
who are too shiftless to save up u few 
hundred dollars ; and we sliull he frank 
enough to suy unequivocally that it ia 
tlie declared and specific purpose of the 
amendment and a ballot reform law to 
eliminate this class of ignoramuses and 
shiftless Immun beings from the polls. 
They may he men whom fortune has 
dealt hardly with ; but if they have not 
pride enough of character, if they do not 
sufficiently value the right of the fran­
chise to secure the little education or 
the little property that will entitle them 
to exersise that inestimable privilege 
and to feel that in tiieir hrogans there 
stunds a free American citizen with the 
right aud the duty to take a part in the 
alfairs of his country has no use for him 
or for his kind; and uone such should 
he allowed to vote ; to enter an election 
precinct aud ofiset perhaps the host, 
and wisest, und most putriotic man in 
the community.

The country wants these luws becuuse 
tlie country wants to he governed by in­
telligent white men without the neces­
sity of misscouuting ballots und without 
bulldozing. And fur more than the 
country the city needs these laws und 
needs them in their strongest shape ; 
for, before we can secure an honest and 
faithful administration of municipal uf- 
fairs, we must get rid of the votes and 
the power of the hoodlums, tlie heelers, 
iguorant negroes and whites, the ballot 
box stutters and the fresh importations 
of iguorant criminals from Europe.

A few days since a vessel lauded in this 
port with four hundred Italian immi­
grants on boar^l ; it is safe to suy thut 
not one of these can rend or write or 
speak the English language, or under­
stands the first principles of our govern­
mental system; indeed we doubt if many 
of them could teil us who is the Presi­
dent of the United States. And yet it is 
safe to say thut every male among that 
four hundred from eigiiteen years of age 
up will vote iu our next elections. This 
is but a single case ; and if it were but a 
single case the matter would not be ao 
had. The injection of even four hundred 
ignorant foreign voters into onr elec­
tions would not be sufficient to debase 
or to measurably influence our elections. 
But there are doseus of such cases every 
year; and if that class of people do not 
alwaye come in ebip loede they come by 
tramping or on eteamboata or railwaye, 
and thus thousands of them take part, 
under our preeent lawe, in our electiona, 
and they are in number enfficient to con- 
etitute i  tremendoue force for evil in 
our politico.

Thut reviewing the whole queetion, it 
ia impoaaibla for na to nndaratand bow 
any class of our good people in the conn- ,̂
