Miss 
Keeny is an elocutionist of some 
note and her rendition of tbe 
above selection met with general 
satisfaction. The concert was at 
tbis jaucture, concluded by an­
other chorus entitled “Guide me, 
Oil Tlion Great Gelioval” one of 
the prominent features nf this 
beautiful selection, was a solo by 
Mrs. Beams whose superb voice 
thrilled tbe entire audience.

'The Tarltrit Looses Again.
The suit of the Commercial vs. 

the Parish of Calcasieu was de­
cided by Judge H. I). Bead last 
Wednesday in favor of tbe plain­
tiff. The suit wus brought for 
the payment of a bill for publish­
ing the proceedings of the poliue 
jury last July, ut which session 
the Press was elected the official 
organ, aud also (two weeka later) 
priuted by that organ. Our bill 
was rejeoted and the Press' claim 
paid, lienee the suit. The question 
is now, will the parish be able to 
recover tbe amount paid the 
Press, after beiug instructed to 
do the work, or will that amount 
be charged to profit aud loaa ac 
count! if  so, this is a dead loss of 
over one hundred dollara to the 
tax payers of Calcasieu parish for 
nothing more or less than a bit of 
spiteful prejudice on part of tbe 
police jury againat the C o m m er ­
c ia l . Hu, gentlemen of the po­
lice jury, you should not let preju 
dice govern you when discharg­
ing your duties ue public officials. 
You all were not elected by tbe 
people to reward friends and pun 
isli enemies, but to discharge your 
duties in an honorable and just 
manner to one and all alike.

Besides tbe above suit the par 
isb will have to pay twenty or 
thirty dollars cost in the suits 
brought agaiuet the parish by Dr. 
J, G. Martin and Ooustable L. C. 
Dees to recover claims that were 
rejeoted by tbe police jury. Both 
these suits have been deoided by 
tbe courts,

Tbe Com m ercia l  contends that 
if tbe members of tbe police jury 
would bave to make good these 
losses out of tbeir puy they would 
use better judgment iu tbe die 
charge of tbeir duties Up tbe fo 
ture than they b»v*lu tba past,

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E. flamand, traveling passenger 
agent of the Kabeas City, Watkins 
and Gulf Railroad, arrived in tbe 
city last night from Lake Charles, 

ronte for Frederick, Md., 
where is now in progress tbe an­
nual meeting of the Dnnkards. 
He registered at the Grünewald 
and leaves tbis morning for tbe 
convention, where are some 10,- 
000 of the people ofthat faith who 
will remain in session for two 
weeks.

It is Mr. Hamand’s purpose, as 
well as that of tbe road be repre­
sents, to induce to this state as 
many of tbe people of tbis con­
vention as possible, with tbe pur­
pose of having them see and ap­
preciate the manifold advantagea 
of tbe Lake Charles country and 
locate there.

Qoite recently be wae enabled 
to inaugurate a colony at Bon Air, 
on tbe K. C., W. and G., railway, 
and it promieea to grow apace. 
He goes not only with the creden­
tials of his road, bnt with the cer­
tificates of tbe Dnnkards already 
located there as to tbe reliability 
of any and all statements he may 
make regardiog the country the 
road is endeavoring to settle with 
tbe best kind of citizenship.

“The Dnnkards are a splendid 
people,” said tbe traveling agent 
of *the road to the Picayune man 
last night. “They are as a class 
of tbe highest integrity. Tbeir 
honesty is proverbial. They are 
not averse to settling in tbe coun­
try, and their industry and thrift, 
frugality and plain dealing have 
been instrumental in enabling 
them to make garden spots of all 
the country they so far settled in 
the United States. They operate 
strictly on a cash basis. It is the 
rare exception when you find one 
of tbe faith asking for u day’s 
credit. They discourage the sys 
tern and believe it, if not wrong, 
certainly not for the best of either 
tbe debtor or the creditor. They 
dress very plainly. In religion 
they insist that tbe Bible is to be 
taken verbatim et literatim. There 
are no frills to any of tbeir con 
atrnctiona of the text-, and they 
think that the whole Bible is to 
lie aocepted as it is.

“Recently President Watkins 
douated a #500 lot iu LakeCharlea, 
ou which they may erect a church.

The settlement we ure seekiug 
to establish at Bon Air really pos­
sesses a host of udvuutages, and 
if they take hold of it they will 
show ils resources in a marvelous 
manner. Wo have had greut up­
hill work iu getting the first ones 
to locate there, but uow the col­
ony threatens to grow rapidly, for 
we have their word as to the ad­
vantages of the locality, and they 
never exaggerate or deal in un­
truths for auy purpose. They 
very uiuoli resemble tbe old-time 
Quakers.

“The seolious of the north 
where they ure in the greatest 
uutnbers are becomibg over 
crowded, and when the advau 
tagea for farming are eompured 
to this the regioy of Lake Charles 
affords, one can for u moment 
contend that the comparison is 
fair to the former. The bitter 
weather of the winter alone in the 
states nf Illinois and Indiana af­
fords a remarkable contrast to 
tbe people who are in a position 
to make comparisons. Tbe Don 
kards are a very progressive peo­
ple, and under tbe stimulus of the 
superior advantages of Louisiana 
they will doubtless accomplish 
what will seeui to others marvels.

“Tbe Lake Charles country is 
developing wonderfully. There 
is no false boom about it. but 
ateady and aubatantial develop 
ment. Though tbe rest of tbe 
state is progressing, there Is not, 
to my mind, auy other section 
wbieb is making tbe rapid strides 
that Lake Cbarlee is.

“J look to see material résulta 
from Ibis visit ta tbe annual meet 
ing of tim e good peuple. While 
they will profit by tbe now loca­
tion, the new location will profit 
in every respect, for they are 
ideal eitixene, and good, honeat 
Amerioane in ovary aenae of tbe 
word.”—Fieuyune, June ).
