birds.

The usual plun is to place poultry de-
signed for market in pens for about two
weeks. Many keep the fattening coops
dark as well as cool. Wright, who is
excellent autharity in such matters, ad-
vises that the coope be kept dark for
half the time after each meal until the
next by hanging a cloth over the front.
This cloth, if tacked along the top, can
be eonveniently hung over or folded
back, as required. The .two hours'
darkness after feeding insures quiet and

digestion. Then the remain-
ing time with light gives bpetter appe-
tites for the next meal than jf darkness
-prevails all the while,

It is imperative that food -be given
three times and water once each day
during the fattening period. The best
food for rapid fattening as well as the
production of well flavored flesh is buck-
wheat meal, mixed with a sweet skim
milk into & thick mush. It is to the use
of this grain that the French owe in a
large measure the splendid fowls they
send to market. Aun excellent substi-
tute where buckwheat meal is not avail-
able is an equal mixture of Indian and
barley meal, mixed, when convenient,
with skim milk. It is a wise plan to
give minced green food daily in addition

| to the ration already suggested.

Poultryis most readily fattened before
severe weather comes on. As prices
usually go up a little before and after
Thanksgiving the poultry is often held
back for that season. Chickens that
were hatched in the early spring, if they
have been properly fed, bring extra
prices at Thanksgiving and Christmas
times. Another good market season is
the latber one of Lent. A very general
plan is to fatten for market during the
autoamn ordinary hens and cocks that
have attained to the second year. These
fowls of course do not command as high
prices as younger ones, but there is a
large class of purchasers for them.
Provident housewives, keen to save, will
often seloct these older birds for **fric-
assee” rather than pay a few cents more
per pound for those tender enough to
voant. -

Lessons of the Wheat Crop.

A careful examination of the reports
of the harvesting of the winter wheat
crop througbout the whole country
leads to the conclusion that thesw will
be a heavy deficit in tho crop. Not only
will this be caused by a reduced arva,
but by & beuvy reduction in conditica.
rThis redaction in wreca and condition is
coincident in many places with spien-
did crops greatly above the average in
oondition. Inquiry into ke wmatter
shows that 1o a very great catent the
reduction is to be attributed to poor
preparation of the land zal to e sow-
ing of bad soed. Now Hota these citrs
are preventible and shoulld be cormaciad.

To szcare a good crop of wiwur it is
nocessary that the lawnd, iu good beart,
should be selected. A clover sod is the
best sead bed. This suouid be plowed
dowm early, and it chould be doue cave-
fully so as to obtain o firmn sead Lad.
Too often thie plowing is cavelessly done,
The sod is not thoroughiy twrned wnd
laid compactly. The vesult is an aneven
bed, partly hght and partly wolid. No
subsequent harrowing or working can
correct these defects. The light soil
holds the water and freszes guickly aad
the seed is thrown out.  Wheat. perhupe,
more than any other cereal, raquires a
firm seed bed. Iato this its roots pen-
etrate and fasten and are abls to resist
the winter frosts.

The great area of winter killel wheat
migat, to a very large exteat, be pre-
veuted by careful plowin;;. The preven-
tion for loss in coadition is poold scel
sown early. Good seed means a oo
stand. Sowm early it means 1 good rod.
a well tillered crop. and it means far-
ther a frost resisting crop. These are
the main factors in securing a good
yielding crop at harvest tim=.  Light,
poor seed means a defective staud, a
weak plant. exdly frosted, and light,
poor heads upou that which survives.—
Southern Planter.

Pampkins k! Xolous,

Michigan Farmer tells of tests that
kave been made to »scertain the truth of
the belief that new and fresh seedr of
squashes, pumpicns and melons produce
plants which run to vines more thun
those from old seeds. About 430 were
grown, all of which \rere accurarely
mensured and the frait acurately
weighed. There voas no evidence wiat-
ever that older sewds give shorter and

was uwo uniforinity of Leliwvior between
reeds of like ages.  A!l the variation was
evidently due to heredity of the indi-
vidual seeds, or to other conditions thau
the age of the aceds.

Blveraity of Opluiea Abount Lawes.

W. F. Masser says in The Weekly
Press that the only grass needed on
American lawns is pure Kentucky bLiue
grass. He also stats that red top ixa
poor grass for apland lawus. The Rurus
New Yorker, com:nenting ou the fore-
going, says: **We have advocated the
use of both red top and blue grass for
lawns—und these aulone. We caunot
agree with Mr. Massey that red top is
poor grass for upland lawas. We can
show him a fine Luwn of oae-tenth of an
acre—a decidedly upland lawn, too—
that iz chiefly red top. and it is about
sixtec: years old, has never been reseed-
ed or manural.”
