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The "teacher's institute, which may 
betterTie called the summer normal 
school, which has been such a leading 
factor of our educational system for 
the past four or five years, opened up 
last Monday morning with an enroll­
ment of about 140 and has been stead­
ily growing, a few more coming each 
day. 

The outlines of work which is being 
done are gotten up in such good way 
that there is scarcely any crowding or 
confusion and the classification of the 
grades must be commented upon with 
great favor. 

Prof. E. T. Fitch takes a very active 
part in all the work that is being done 
and a great deal of credit is due him 
for the excellent manner in which he 
makes rQora for the students, This 

has always been a great source of an­
noyance and by the grading process 
which is being carried oui, the students 
pass from one room to another with­
out collisions of any bind. 

The primary work which Is being 
conducted by Miss Josephine Holmes 
is one of the main features of the 
summer school and it is looked upon 
by the teachers present as very 
essential to a successful institute. 
These little scholars, who come from 
all over the town and who have not 
before attended public school are taken 
up by Miss Holmes, who teaches them 
and it is remarkably surprising what 
a short time it takes for them to learn 
how to read and count. 

Prof. Davis, of Miller, conducts the 
classes in civics and mathematics and 
is doing a very good work since he 
has a way of bringing out the obscure 
points which are either ignored or 
overlooked by so many instructors in 
those branches. . 

Prof. Titus, who conducts the 
special algebra and geometry classes, 
is an example of how exceedingly 
invaluable specialists are in educa­
tional work. 

The institute would, however, be 
like a printing press without type were 
it not for Mrs. E. T. Fitch, who takes 
such an active interest in all the work 
done. 

The leading new feature of this 
school over preceding ones is the 
physical culture department which is 
conducted by Miss Florence E. Ramer, 
who also has the music, penmanship 
and drawing departments, and the 
way those "skule-ma'ms'' stretch 
themselves in these classes is a caution. 

The drawing department has been 
rather neglected for a few years but 
bids fair to out-do all eiss this year as 
Miss Earner is an expert in this line, 
and has created such an active inter­
est by * er good voi-k. 

Prof. Hartranft conducts the litera­
ture and science classes and there are 
but few who could equal him in tlbe 
manner of instruction while none 
could excel. 

All in all this is the best summer 
school the teachers of Brown county 
have had the opportunity of attending 
for some time and to Prof. Jas. R. 
Titus is due a great deal of credit, 
both for the kind of instruction which 
he rcskes it possible for the teachers 
to get and also for the special pains he 
has taken to get such an excellent 
faculty of instructors.
