then wash the vessel in clear water
and rub dry with a soft cloth, Tho
vessel will be perfectly sweet,

" Mince pies are all the better for
making the day before use, and heat-
ing oyer at the time of service. When
heating, do not dry them out by set-
ting in a cool oven. The oven should
be hot, and the re-heating done
fluickly and thoroughly. It is not
too early to prepare the mince meat
for the Christmas cooking.

For cleaning a mush pan, or one
in which cereals have been cooked,
take out the contents, place the pan
on the back of the stove or in a slow
oven, and allow the food to dry in
the pan. It can then be easily re-

oved with a wire scraper, and this
