Edwards said,
"I purpose to carry tho fight (against
tho National Prohibition Amend-
ment) to San Francisco," ho wont
a long way toward making It cer-
tain that tho frlonds of national pro-
hibition In parts of tho country ro-mo- to

from Now Jorsoy and Now York
will soo to It that Mr. Bryan Is at
San Francisco also.

Just at this momont Democratic
loaders in sovoral Western and Mid-dl- o

Western States, who have no
particular fooling about prohibition,
but who do regard Mr. Bryan as a
sort of party jinx, aro doing whatever
thoy can to quietly to prevent Mr.
Bryan from being made a delegate
to San Francisco and to prevent
him from being ondorsod by ho
party organization in tho various
States.

To the more penetrating observers
thero was plenty of evidence that Mr.'
