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Mammoth Drainage Dis-|

trict Being Sought Lands
West of Nyssa

DRAIN INTO THE SNAKE RIVER
Large Body of Land Will

Be Made Valuable by
Proper Drainage

A movement is now on foot which,
when completed, will provide for the
drainage of approximately five thou-
sand acres of land situated in the vi-
einity of Nysmsa. The movement ia
headed by Fred J. Kiesel of that dis.
trict, who is ecirculating a petition
which will be presented to the county
court at the coming session. The Ore.
gon state law provides that “when the
owners of more than half the nereage
of uny body of and susceptible to one
system of drainage desire to drain
and protect same from overflow, they
may prosent to the county court in
which the greater portion of the
lands ure situated m petition setting
forth that they desire to drain and
protect same from overflow, and con-
tuining a description of the land, num-
ber _of wcres, the name thereof, the
number of acres in each tract and
description of same; the names of the
owners, and must appoint three per.
sons to act ax trustees to hold office
for oneyear. The petition must be
verified by the affidavit of one of the
owners, and a copy of said petitior
must be -published in a county pews |
paper for the four weeks preceding
the hearing of the petition.”

It will then be necessary for the
land owners to hold s meeting to
elect officers, to form a set of bylaws
and to attend to various other busi-
ness. The court will appoint three
disinterested taxpayers to act as
viewers of the district and to assess
the benefita derived from the irriga-
tion project, This assessment will
act as a lien against the district and
must be paid as the regular taxes are
paid.

The district includes all land under
the Owyhee ditch from a mile north
of the township line to the Emerson
waste away, It will cost approxi
mately fifteen dollars per aecre to
drain the land, This, however, will
drain off all the alkali now in the land
and will prevent the depositing of
any more,

North And South Railroad
Will Increase Railway
Business Here

CONNECT WINNEMUCCA LIN

Would Give Hill Lines rjong
Coveted Rail Connec-
tion With "Frisco

An event which will be of vast im-
portance concerning the development
of all the resources of Malheur coun-
ty and which will be instrumental in
bringing about one of the greatest
booms ever witnessed in this section
of the country, will be the building of
the proposed railway connecting the
Southern Pacific with the O, W. R. &
N. The route, according to the re-
ports of all the surveyors, will extend
from Winnemucea, Nevada, northward
through the southern part of Malheur
county, through the region of the lit-
tle Owyhee river, across the Owyhee
river, northward through the Cow
Creek country, through Jordan Valley,
around the Mahoguny mountains, up
through the Sucor creek country, and
thence to Ontario by way of Nyssa.
From Ontario the line will go to Weil-
sor and from there it will extend up
through Cambridge and Council to
New Meadows, northward through the
Snake and Salmon river valleys,
through Whitebird te Grangeville,
which 48 the terminus of the Hill lines,
This railway, when completed will op-
en up the entire southern portion of
Malheur county as well ns placing us
on the only direct route from Eastern
Oregon and Southwestern Idaho to
San Francisco,

This will furnish a direct and easy
route for the disposal of all the farm
products as well as the vast timber
and mining producta of that region,
Heretofore the southern and western
parts of Malheur county have been
but sparsely settled, due entirely to
the fact that it was impossible to se-
cure any direct and convenient route
for the disposal of the products of that
region, but with the coming of the
proposed raillway we have an easy and
practical route whereby these products
may be gotten to the people of the
outer world, s well as having a route
placed through that region over which
practically all the products of Idaho
and Orvegon will puss en route to San
Francisco and thence to all parts of
the world,

At the present time all shipments
consigned to San Francisco were fore-
¢d to pass through Portland and from
there down the coast by rail or boat,
making it necessary for much time to
be consumed in passage, as well as
making an enormous increase in tran-
sportation charges.

With the completion of this propos-
ed rallway all these evils will be
eliminated, All the trade of Idaho
and Oregon as well as s part of Wash-
ington will pass over this route; set-
tlers will pour in; towns will spring
up and thousands of acres of soll now
occupied by sage brush will bring
forth wheat and various other farm
products in enormous guantities.

The mining and lumbering indus-
tries will advance by leaps and bounds
and Malbheur county will become one
of the choicest garden spots of the
world, Considering these facts it be-
hooves every citizen to boost to the
best of his ability. Think railway and
talk railronds; muke it a point of your
business to see that as far as you are
voncerned the new rallway will be
completed and see that your neighbor
hears of this.

If every citizen of Malheur county
will do this the coming of the railway
will be inevitable.

RESIONS FROM
CABINET

Hands in Resignation as
Secretary of State [And
It is Accepted

1S AFRAID OF GERMAN WAR

Causes Much Excitement in
Washington---Change in
Foreign Policy

Washington, D. C., (Argus Special
Service) — Willlam Jennings Bryan has
tendered his resignation as Secrelary
of State, and it has been secepted by
President Wilson, The resignation
took effoct yesterdny Bryan, in a
letter to the president, states that he
fears the present attitude of the ad-
ministration toward Germany in con-
nection with the Lusitania incident,
will result in war,

W. J. Bryan, three times the Dem-
ocratic candidate for president, and
who is one of the strongest peace ad-
vocates in the United States, being the
author of over thirty peace treaties,
states in his letter resignation, ‘‘obed-
ient to your sense of duty and actuated
by the highest motives, you have pre-
pared for tranamission to the German
government a note in which I cannot
join without violation of what | deem
to be un obligation to my country and
the lssue involved is of such moment
that to remain 8 member of the eabinet
would be as unfair to you as it would
be to the cause which is nearest to my
heart-—namely the prevention of war.'"
Nows of the resignation caused &
sensation in Washington scarcely par-
alleled in recent years. It is the opin-
lon thut with the resignation of the
strongest pesce ndvoeste in the official
family, n marked change in the forelgn
poliey will be noted.
